Pointers for Men Who are Starting Out to
Hunt for Veins.

Many people are now .going Into the
new mming districts of British Colum-
bia in order to be on the nd when
the enow disappears. It has been ask-
od where will be the greatest excite-
ment—a question difficult to answer,
The Trail Creek coumtry has during
the past two years been thoroughly
explored and thousands of (:la.l[ma have
been recorded.

But now the adventurous progpector
is starting out for new fields, Those
fami%ar with the conditions of the
different sections of British Columbia
say the greatest interest will be taken
in those parts where rallways are sure
to be huilt. The interest in the Slocan,
says The Spokesman, will not abatle
this season. It is a fleld of wonderful
posaibilities, and its exploration has
gcarcely begun.

Fast Kootenay will probably attract
more attention than any other section,
1t is practically a virgin fleld, and of-
fers greater inducements to the pros-
péctor and miner. Its resources are
not knosn, but enough has been e-
vealed to warrant the bellef that
greater bodies of ore are hidden with-
in 4he mountains. There is @ stretch
of country from the international
boundary to the Canadian Pacific Rall-
way, which, if prospected at all has
been explored along ' the streams, and
not into the mountaing.
