A separate school would empioy
a teacher, say at $1200 a year. The
government’s share would be $900 and
the share of the local supporters of the
school $300. But the teacher was na-
turally well content with the $900 con=-
tributed by the public, and so it was
that in many cases separate schools
supporters paid nothing and the cost
of maintenance of the schopls was
borne almost wholly by the public. To
aggravate this abuse, incompetent
teachers were employed. False returns
of attendance at geparate schools were
sent in to the department. The terri-
