Interesting Interview With
Well Known Actor Who is
Summering in St. John--He

Talks of Some New Plays.

A Times representative had an extend-
ed interview today with Edmund Breese,
who is now in St. John. Mr. Breese was
seen at the residence of his father-in-

law, 1. J. D. Landry, where he will re-
main until his departure for New York
in five weeks.

Mr. Breese, as is well known, originat-
ed the role of John Burnett Ryder, the
flinty hearted financier in Charles Klein’s
great play, The Lion and the Mouse, and
on August 30th he will again portray the
character until October 15, when he will
commence rehearsals for Klein's latest |
drema, entitled The Mischief Makers, !
which opens in New York. Mr. Breese
will originate the leading ' character in
the play and will remain with the com-
pany for several weeks, leaving The Mis-
chief Makers to put to a test the playl
from the pen of Edith Ellis Baker, so
well known here, designated The Ne-
braskan. If this play proves successful,
he will continue with the organization,
either in New York or on the road.
