T ONDON, April 26.—France will begin to pay her war debt 
L to Great Britain during the present British fiscal year. 
This was one outstanding announcement made by Right 
Honorable Winston Churchill, Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
today, in presenting the budget to the House of Commons. 
France’s initial payment will be £4,600,000.

1 ONDON, April 26.—Introducing the budget in the House of 
L Commons, Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, estimated that the cost of running the British govern­
ment for the coming financial year would be £812,641,000.

This figure includes nearly nineteen million pounds for 
expenditures including cruisers, empire marketing and other ne­
cessary expenditures. The dead weight debt on March 31, he 
reported, was £7,616.000,000. The floating internal debt 
reduced by nearly £38,000,000 during-the past year.

The chancellor told the House that*^ 
during the last year the attempt to 
place the coal industry on an economic 
oasis had overshadowed all other 
questions.
