CAPTURED CROWD

Tt wus Eike the Bltiae of
Nelson, the Durable
D

Urged to Give Up Contest
With Villa, He Waved
Suggestion Aside and
Stood Up to Opponent—
He Gets About $60,000.

{Canadian Press.)

New York, June 19.—Jimmy Wilde
Yielded | his title of \yoﬂd’s champion
flyweight boxer to Pancho Villa last
night in a mannér that the 40,000 who
saw him do it will remember while
they live. They were so captivated
by the exhibition of gameness the little
‘Welshman gave that for fully five min-
utes after it was over they sat there,
mostly quiet, waiting for him to open
his eyes and come back to conscious-
ness, that he might hear the mighty
roar that was their sincere tribute to a
genuine fighting man. ;

Wilde 'heard the greeting of thos
lusty throats, though he could not see
a person in the crowd, for both eyy
were closed; he could not shout back
even a faint acknowledgment, for his
mouth was swollen grotesquely. His
arms were tired, but he lifted them as
4 token, he shook his aching head and
went to his wife, who was waiting for
him in his dressing room.

Willa, an unheard-of Filipino meore
than a year ago, won because he ob-
viously was the better man. Whether
now, at his very best, he is a better
man than “the n;ighty atom” he de-
throned when Wilde was in his prime
is a matter of debate. But he proved
his superiority last night by wading in
at the first gong, getting the edgs and
hammering away until Wilde sank in
a stupor. :

Recall Nelson,

Old-timefs who saw the battle said
it reminded them of the passing of
Battling Nelson, the durable Dane, who
was so game that he had to be counted
out’ on his feet. Wilde was like that
last night. Beaten to the point where
the crowd asked that the punishment

be st helpless either to defend
himself or attack, he yielded not an
inch.

Wilde kept pressing forward, on, on,

throughout the fight. In the first
round his chances to ‘held his crown|
seemed goed, but when the bell rang
in the. -he took a-wallop on the
chin fhat flattened him, and he never
got over the daze. Villa wouldn’t let
bhim: Wilde“was beaten when the third
round hegan, and he was the loser the
rest of the way, but he didn’t seem to
know it until he woke up.

The glorious manner of his passing,
the courageous way:in which he waved
aside requests that he stop and be sav-
ed the ignominy of a knockout, dwarf-
ed other aspects of the battle.

Mrs, Wilde saw her husband in what
probably was his last fight. She sat in
@ row near the top of the saucerlike
enclosure, When the sixth round came
and she saw that the end must be soon
she-went down to his dressing room to
wait and she received him there. Those
who sat close to her said her face never
changed expression throughout the
fight. When the thousands around her
were asking that the fight be stopped,
her voice was still. - .

“We shall go home
now and rest.”

MOUNT ETNA CONTINUES IN VIOLENT
ERUPTION; VESUVIUS, TOO,
1S ACTIVE

(Canadian Press.)

Catania, June 19.— The eruption of
Mount Etna continues unabated. One
stream of lava is now threatening Gi-
arre, a city of about 20,000 inhabitants,
at the base of the volcano, and the pop-
ulation is beginning to leave. About
50,000 persons have already beén made
homeless, in the area surrounding Etna.
The ashes, cinders and stones emitted
by the volcano are so thick as to dark-
en the sun.

orchards, has been destnoyed. g

Vesuvius Growling,

Mount Vesuvius continues moderate-

Figures for May Given Out
at Ottawa—A Little Gain
in Dominion.

(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, Ont., June 19. — Building
permits in New Brunswick during May,
this year, showed a considerable de-
crease as compared with the same
month last year, according to the
mionthly report just issued by the Do-
minion Bureau of Statistics. The esti-
mated cost of building work as indi-
cated by building permits for May,
1928 was $119,555, as compared with
$308,585 for the same period last year,
with $114,850 for April 1923.

FKor St. John the figures for May
this year were $60,000 as against $68,-
000 for April and $75,800, for May
last year; for Fredericton $19,750, for
May this year, as against $50,000 in
May last year; for Moncton $39,805
in i’lay this year, as against 846,350,
in April and $178,285 in May last
year.

For the .entire Dominion, the May
permits showed an increase of only 3
er cent. over April, the total for May
1928 being $17,593,615, as against $17,-

Montreal Gazette Says They

Should Lose No Seats in
Commons on Redistribu-
_tion.

Montreal, J une 19.—The Gazette this
morning an an editorial on the redis-

tribution bill enters a plea for sym-
pathetic consideration of the claims of
the Maritime Provinces with regard to
establishing a minimum representation
in Parliament for Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick. It says, in"part:—
“The plea of the Maritime Provinces
for maintenance of at least their pres-
ent - membership, though involving
patent inequity, is 'in the circum-
stances entitled to very serious consid-
eration and may properly receive atten-
tion before the redistribution of seats
is made. P. E. Island has already been
given a quota in excess of its right on
population basis, while British Colum-
bia entered confederation on condition
of an irredficible minimum of member-
ship in Parliament. These precedents
give strength to the contention of
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and
expediency in political matters some-
times is preferable to cold justice when
sound principles are not outraged. Af-
ter all, it is not obvious that more vio-
lence would be done equity by giving
the maritimes a larger representation
than mere numbers warrant than is al-
ready done by reducing the representa-
tion of Montreal and Toronto substan-
tially below that to which population
entitles these cities.”

TOFLY OVER POLE

Christianla, June 19.—The Admiralty
in view of the -abandonment of his
flight acress the North Pole by Amund-
sen, has ordered the Norwegian expe-
dition, sent out to render the explorer
any necessary aid, to return from
‘Spitzbergen.

London, June 19.—The British aif
ministry has been watching with keen
irterest Amundsen’s plans for cross-
ing the North Pole in an airplane.

Col. Edwards, the deputy director of
air transport, told the Morning Post,
that the ministers regarded the project-
ed flight, which has now been abang-
doned, as the most extraordinary sport-
ing effort involving great risks inas-
much as the 2,000 mile route planned
by the explorer was absolutely with~
out landing facilities,

Col. Edwards added that Stefanns-
son, who is now in England, is con.
vinced that a trans-Polar flight is an
entirely fesible way of reaching the
western side of the American contiy
nent, thereby shortening the journey
by about 3,000 miles.

Stefannsson expressed the opinion
that Amundsen's pioneer flight, has it
been possible, would have proved of
great value, He said the popular con-
cegption of the north polar region as
(aa uninviting area area of perpetual
cold was entirely erroneous and that
it afforded excellent flying conditions,.

COLLINS ON THE
WAY TO INDIA 7O
‘STAND TRIAL

Former Lieut. Colonel Who
was at Valcartier Camp,
Charged With Swindling..

New York, June 19—Charles Glen
Collins, former licutenant-colonel in
the British army, arrived here yester-
day aboard 'the steamer Momus from
New Orleans in custody of Inspector
George Miles of Scotland Yard, on
the first lap of a journey to Bombay,
India, where he is to face the charge
of swindling a firm of $180,000.

Collins, who is a veteran of the Boer
and Great War, and has received num=
erous citations for gallantry in action,
has been fighting extradition for five
years, three of which he has spent ip
New Orleans jail.

The alleged swindle was the pur
chase of a 2,000 necklace for his
flancee. upon which he paid $14,000
cash and gave his notc for the bal-
ance.

Immediately after this he was trans-
ferred from India to Canada, where
he was at Valcartier Camp. lHie claims
to have lost ali his money there
through unfortunate investmenis. s
wiil be taken to England on the Ma-
jestic saillng on June 25,
