The famous old St. Denis Hotel, at
the southwest corner of Broadway and
Eleventh street, which closed its doors
to patrons last year after a career of
mere than sixty ycars, was sold yester-
day by Joseph P. Day to a syndicate
headed by Garfield Moses, Ely Bernays
and Joseph M. Brody.

The property, which was scheduled
to be offered at public auction in the
Vesey street salesroom on Tuecsday next,
was sold for the Renwick family, 1epre-
sented by James A. Renwick, W. W.
Renwick and Mrs. Elizabeth Witling-
ham. Edward R. Wittingham, one of
the heirs, represented the estate as at-
torney.

The estate has owned the property :
for more than 250 years, the members
of the family being descendants of
Henry Brevoort, whose famous cherry
orchard stood immediately opposite this
‘property on the block now occupied by
Grace church. Plans were drawn by
James Renwick for Grace church, who
