FANCY SANDWICH.

For tate and nut sandwiches, take one-

cup of dates, one cup’ of English walnut
meats, one half cup of cream, Franklin
entire wheat bread.

Mix the chopped walnuts with
mayonnaise dressing and spread over the
banana with a few bits of the heart leaves
of lettice, Make another layer of banana
and dressing. Serve a ‘spoonful of the
salad on two nice leaves of lettuce and a
dash of paprika over the whole.

'CREAM OF CELERY SOUP.

Pint of milk, tablespoon of flour, one of
butter, stalk of celery, large elice of onion
and a small piece of mace. Boil celery in
a pint of water for thirty minutes; boil
mave, onion ‘and Wilk together. " Mix flour
with two tablespoons of cold milk and add
to the boiling milk. Cook ten minutes.
Mash celery in the water in which it has
been cooked and stir into the boiling milk.
Add latter and seasoning of ealt and pep-
per to taste. BStrain and serve. The flav-
or is improved by adding a cup of whip-
ped cream just before serving.
