THE MAGISTRACY.

The local government and their friends
appear to be under the insane delusion
that the ontrage of the removal of Mr
Peters, and the appointment of Mr.
Ritchie,will be speedily forgotten by the
people of this constituency, and that
when an election takes place their candi-
date willbe returned. But this result
dependson a good many contingencies,
not one of which is likely to take place.
The memories of our people are not
so short that they can forget easily the
flagrant wrong that has been inflicted
npon them, and even if they could forget
it, the press of St John will
not. The ridiculous pleas under
which the government undertake to ex-
cuse their action simply add insalt to the
original injury. The pretence that under
the union act a new city has been creat-
ed, in a legal sense, is a false one; the
orignal city has simply been enlarged.
The pretence that under the union act
the government were required to appoint
new officers is equally false, forthe legis-
lative title by which the magistrate,
the chief of Police and the - recorder
held their oflices was perfectly good and
could not be strengthened by any re-
appointment made by the government.
The removal of B. Lester Peters from
the office which he hasso long filled
with dignity and respect, was therefore a
dismissal, and it was a dismissal not
made on public grounds, or to benefit the
people of St. John, but simply for the
advantage of a political partizan, so that
the local government might retain the
Romun Catholic vote, which was
threatened to be withdrawn if Mr,
Ritchie was not appointed. The Roman
Catholi¢s therefore dominate the situa-
tion here. How db the _various Protes-
tant denominations like it ?

whatever. At $16,000 a mile, the estimate
placed on the Harvey-Salisbury line by |
Sir John A, Macdonald, its cost would
be $736,000, besides the bridge which
might cost $250,000 more. As the con-!
struction of the Harvey * Salisbury line |
\mnM cost at least $2,000,000 and as the
purc-ase of the Fredericton bridge |
would probably require the expenditure
of $400,000 more, the Fredericton
Junction and Norton route would save the
government in the vicinity of $1,500,000 |
even taking the low estimate of cost |
placed on the Harvey Salisbury line by .
SirJohn A. Macdonald as correct. No |
one,however believes that a line could be |

built from Harvey to Salisbury for less | |
than $4,000,000, so that the saving effect- 4

These
are facts which ought to be placed before
the Ontario members.. The Halifax
Herald,referring to the Gazerre's former
articles on this subject says:—

The St. John Gazette has so frequently
relied npon its imagination for facts,
during this Short Line discussion, that
the statements of mileage made above
should not be accepted until the several
routes have been carefully surveyed. The
Gazette has been so bitterly opposed to
the construction of the remaining section
of the Short Line that we are loath to
accept Greek pledges of friendship at
this late day; suspecting rather that the
jimmediate object of our contemporary
is to throw down a bone of contention
between Halifax and Fredericton.

We challenge the Herald to make

good its statement that the Gazerrs has
“m]led on its imagination for facts,” and
we defy it to point out one inaccurate
statement in all the articles we have
published in regard to the Harvey-Salis-
bury line. The misrepresentation of
distances has all been by the advocates
of the line from Harvey to Salisbury, by
way of Fredericton. Here is a specimen

The selfishness of St. John has culminat-
ed in_the grossest misrepresentations |
regarding the distances of the route via |
| this city and that via St. John.
l The value of this estimate of distance |
| may be judged from the fact that the
distance from Harvey station to the St.
John River at Fredericton, by an air
line, as shown on Mr. Loggie’s large map,
is twenty-four miles, yet Mr. Douglas B.
Iazen undertakes to build a railway be-
tween these points, which shall be two
miles shorter than an air line. The fact
is that a railway cannot be built direct
i from Harvey to Fredericton. The
i shortest line would probably be the one
striking the St. John at Long’s Creek,
and the distance by that route to
Fredericton would not be less than 33
miles. Mr. Hazenis equally astray in
resard to the distance from Fredericton
to Moncton. An absolutely straizht line
from Fredericton to the head of Grand
Lake and thence to Moncton would be
04} miles in length, or 44 miles longer
than his railway. It is only in Frederic-
ton that they can build a railway shorter
than an air line, but no one has ever
travelled on such a road. We will ven-
ture the assertion that no practicable
line can be found between Fredericton
and Moncton, which will be less than 113
miles in length, so that the distance be-
tween Harvey and Moncton, instead of
being  only 112 miles would
be 146 miles in length, or only 8 miles
shorter than the present route via St.
John, for Mr. Hazen with the inaccur-
acy of a Fredericton man, has added two
miles to the distance from St. John to
Harvey. It is tosave this eight miles
that Fredericton calmly asks the govern-
ment of Canada to expend $4,000,000.

THE LOYALISTS SUCIETV

The Loyalists Society was fully organ-
ized last evening, a constitution being
adopted and a set of officers elected
whose names are a suflicient guarantee
that the work entrusted to them will be
well done. We welcome the formation
of this society as the completion of a
work that has been too long neglected by
the descendents of the venerable fathers
of this city. The gathering last evening
was in every way a representative one,
and showed how hearty and unanimious
was the sentiment in favor of
preserving the memory of the
Loyalists, and honoring the prin-
ciples to which they were so firmly
attached. Not the least valuable part of
the work of the Society will be the collec-
tion of geneologies of persons of Loyalist
descent, and other information of a his-
torical character. The Society will no
doubt publish these papers in a suitable
volume each year, and thusaid in ex-
tending the knowledge of the Loyalists,
and making public many family docu-
ments not heretofore available.

ART[FICIAL FERTILIZEHS.

Great Tmmprovements in Them During the
Past Thirty Years.

Among the other titles to distinction
which the Nineteenth century i hereaf-
ter to enjoy, one will be found * . thefact
that in that age agriculture first began
to be pursued in a systematic manner
with the aid of scientific research. Ma-
nuring with the products of the barn-
yard is a very anclent art, but the resort
to the mine for fertilizers is substantially
an invention of our own times. Chem-
ists first told the farmer the cause of the
frequent speedy exhaustion in the grain
producing powers of the soil; it has
fallen to the geologist to show whence
may be obtained the phosphatic element
which is the most quickly exhausted of
all the elements of plant food in process
of cropping.

Although artificial fertilizers are prac-
tically the invention of the last thirty
years, the industries connected with
their manufacture now demand a capital
of about $100,000,000, with an annual
product of about that amount, and the
| volume of the industries is increasing
more rapidly, perhaps, than any other
art which pertains to mining. The use
of artificial fertilizers grew out of the
trade in guano. These heaps of bird
dung were first made use of by the Peru-
vians. The account of Garcilasco de la
Vega, publlbhed in 1604, relates that the
Peruvians in the Twelfth century used
guano beds as a source of fertilizers. Of
| such importance did they esteem the
material of these beds that the penalty
of death was imposed by the early Incas
upon any one found killing the birds
which made these precious deposits.

For many years the guano beds of the
western coast of South America and
other similar deposits within the tropi-
cal region supplied the demands of our
gardens, As the supply of these guanos
approached exhaustion and the price in-
creased, the skill of chemists and geolo-
gists showed the manufacturers where
to find and how to treat deposits of
mineral phosphates in such a manner
that they might substantially serve to re-

lace the manures of animal origin. In

ulletin No. 46, of the United States
geological survey, Dr. R. A. F. Penrose,
Jr., now assistant state geologist of
Texas, has given an important treatise
on phosphato deposits, and although his
report mainly concerns the phosphates of
North America, it gives a synoptic ac-
count of the known beds of this nature
in all parts of the world. The report
makes it plain that only a small part of
the deposits of thisnature are yet known
to us.

The process of discovery of these val-
uable resourcesis now, and for a long
time will be, slow, and this for the rea-
son that the material occursin forms
which are unfamiliar to the public or
even to the ordinarily trained prospector
who seeks for mineral resources. In
most cases the material appears either
in the form of greenish crystals or in the
shape of nodular masses looking much
like claystones. In neither of these
shapes is it likely to attract general at-
tention. In fact the great deposits at
Charleston, S. C., had been in view fora
century or more. Concretions of cerne
phosphate were dug up in the ditches of
the rice fields and condemned as worth-
less until after the war, when a native
chemist, once a man of foriune, but
brought to need by thehavo wrought
upon that country during the rebellion, |.

An Old Testament Mistake.

A Parisian paper calls attention to a
singular mistake in the revised version
of the Old Testament, or rather to the |
perpetration of an old erro-. It occurs
in II Chronicles xxii, 1, whe Almziah |
is described as, at the age of 42, having
succeeded his father, who died at the :
age of 40. Seeing that another, and a
perfectly possible account of the same
circumstance is given in II Kings viii.
20, it is surprising that the obvious error
should have escaped correction. Ac-
cording to the Book of Kings, Ahaziah's
real age at his accession was only 22. At
the time of Ahaziah's birth, therefore,
his father was 18—a fair age for a Syrian
father of a firstborn. This particular |
error is older than the art of printing.
It dates back to some ancient Hebrew |
copy of the Book of Chronicles. Itis re- |
produced in the Douai version of the Old
Testament.—an Francisco Chronicle.
