Cmicaco, April 8.—A defective switch
derailed the four rear coaches ofthe
the Baltimore and Ohio passenger
train near hera yesterday. The
coaches were thrown, with terrific
violence against several coal oil cars
standing on the side tracks and broken
to pieces. One man was killed and a
dozen others injured; two or three were
injured severely. North of 100th street
and parallel with the Main tracks are a
series of side tracks and switches and
long strings of tank cars near a great oil
tank.

woodwork and broken seats. The car
was full of men, women and children
who yelled and  hrieked as they were
knocked about mangled and bruised
under the wreckage.
