While the bells were still ringing the
imperial yacht Alexandra with the im-
perial standard at the fore moved ma-
jestically up the river, dipping her flag
in answer to the salute and cheers of
the Emperor’'s warships lying at the
Baltic works. Instead of proceeding to
the winter palace the yachts stopped
at the landing stage of the English
quay, below the Nicholas bridge, and
in front of the Leuchtenberg palace,
formerly the American embassy, where
the Emperor, the Empress and the
Dowager Empress entered a launch
and attended by a launch on each
flank,

Moved on Up the River.

The members of the court made the
remainder of the journey to the winter
palace in carriages escorted by a troop
of clattering horse guards.

The Emperor’s arrival was not her-
alded by the customary salute of 301
guns, and for that reason the passage
of the river hardly attracted the notice
of the thousands of spectators who
were waiting along the river.

Without halting at the Winter
Palace, the launches crossed the river
and their majesties landed under .the
grim walls of the St. Peter’s and St.
Paul’s fortress, which they entered by
the imperial water terrace, driving hur-
riedly to the immense cathedral inside
the walls, where repose the remains
of the tombs of His Majesty’s ances-
tors, the Imperial family knelt for 20
minutes, made their devotions and
asked for blessing and guidance.

Their Majesties, after their devo-
tions, returned to the terrace and re-
entered the launch. The faint report
of a cheer swept up the river. The
Imperial launch immediately crossed
the river and entered the Winter Pal-

LAKE NAVIGATION.
Marks Will'Be Placed in Position to
Enable~C_a:7_ta1ns to Obtain
'Proper, Bearings.

Washington, D. C., May 10.—The de-
parture of Commander Reginald Nich-
oisen, assistant chief of the equipment
bureau, the navy -department, for
to-day, inaugurates
a new work of much importance to
lake navigation. For years past there
have been many complaints by lake
captains of erratic behavior of their
compasses upon which the safety of
their ships depends in thick and bad
weather. Cargoes of iron ore and me-
tals capable of-affecting the magnetic
needles were undoubtedly at the bot-
tom of some of these complaints, but
it was realized by navigators that nat-
ural conditions were often causing
variations of the comnass and that it
might be possible to -reduce the evils
arising from such causes. Therefore,
the Lake Carriers’ Association and the
Pittsburg Steamshio combination and
other influential organizations interest-
ed in lake commerce have called upon
the navy department to aid them.

Accordingly Commander Nicholson
goes out to the lakes with the pri-
mary purpose of setting up prominent
marks in proper places, so that the
captains of passing vessels may check
down any error in their courses and
make the necessary adjustments, He
will take with ‘him the necessary in-
struments to establish “true north” at
the marked sights and call unon the
nearest branch of hvdrogranhic offices
for any help needed.

MURDER OR ACCIDENT?

Cause of Death of C. L. Speir Has Not |

Been Solved.

New York, May 9.—Following the
funeral to-day of Charles L. Spier, the
traction manager who was found dead
at his home or Staten Island Monday
morning following an larm of burg-
lars, a second autopsy was held and
one bhullet extracted. The bullet was
located in the back, under the Ileft
shoulder, but in its course through the
body it had penetrated the heart.

The physicians and officials at the
autopsy declared themselves puzzled
as to how Spier could have staggered
or walked the distance he did after the
bullet had pierced his heart. His body
was found fully 18 feet from where
the {irst blood spots in the hallway of
his home were noted. Having been
shot with his own revolver, it is the
theory of the family that Spier grap-
pled- with the burglar and the man
turned the gun against the owner.

Strong objections were made by
Mrs. Spier to-day to a second autepsy,
‘which she declared would prove noth-
ing; but Coroner Cahill would not give
a burial permit until the bullet had
been extracted. Consequently the
funeral went forward and the body
was placed in a vault. After a short
wait it was removed and the autopsy
begun in the presence of county offi-
cers and representatives of the Spier
familiy.

No final report has yet been agreed
upon by.the authorities, who appear at
odds as to whether the case is one of
suicide, a murder or an accident.

Constantinople, May 9.—The arbi-
trary detention of a German sailing
ship, the Odysseus, by the Turkish au-
thorities recently threatened friction
between Turkey and another European
power, but the energetic action of the
German ambassador quickly solved the
difficulty.

It Is Believed New Native. Minister
May Take Control Frem Hands
of Sir R. Hart.

Washington, D. C., May 10.—Another
important step toward the realization
of the policy of “China for the Chi-
nese’” has been received in the promul-
gation of an Imperial decree at Pekin,
naming Tien Tiang as “minister su-
perintendent of customs affairs,” with
Tang Shao Yi as vice-minister. It is
feared that this means the complete
overturning of the system of foreign
control of Chinese c¢ustom collections
which have been in the hands of Sir
Robert Hart for the past 20 years.

Tien Laing is the Manchu command-
ing chief of the Chinese army, dividing
honors with Yuan Shi Kai, the Mon-
golian commanding chief, and ‘he is
said to be a man of great ability.

In 1898 an arrangement was made
between England and China in con-
sideration of which England paid 100,-
000,000 taels, providing that so long as
British trade exceeds that of other
countries the inspector-general of Chi-
nese customs should always be an
Englishman. Under that arrangement
Sir Robert Hart .has administered the
Chinese customs service with satisfac-
tion to all foreign nations. Now these
new offices are created,. and it is be-
lieved .they will dominate his own, so
it is expected that an immediate in-
quiry will be made by the great pow-
ers as to the extent to which the new
Chinese decree tends to subvert ‘the
British agreement.

BY EXPLOSION OF

POSSES SEARCH
FAR THE ROBBERS

APPARENTLY MAKING
TOWARDS BOUNDARY

Camp Where Men Spent Last Night
Has Been Found=-Bandits Still
Together.

Kamloops, May 10.—The camp of the

| robbers who held up the C. P. R. train

east of Kamloops on Tuesday night
has been found. It had'been occupied
some time, two tents having been used
and three horses being in .possession
of the robbers. The camp was five
miles from  the railway tracks.

To-day every man who owns or can
beg, borrow or hire a saddle horse, is
out on the range in pursuit, looking
for a share of that $11,500 reward.

While it is believed now that
robbers have escaped towards the
mountains and timber lands in the
south, a cordon has been drawn around
the section which it will be difficult for
the robbers to pierce. Through Nicola
and to the south, as far as Princeton,
provincial police are watching every
avenue of escape, and everyone of the
lonely mountain trails is being. watch-
ed by officers.

From tracks traced so far it is evi-
dent that the robbers are still together,
and it lqoks as if they were \\"orking
towards the boundary line. They tra-
velled over a road only a couple of
miles and then took a range south of
it.

At noon word was received from
Sheriff Wood, in charge of a posse,
that Wednesday night's camp had been
discovered, and the men have been
tracked as far as Campbell’s meadows.
This is a large stretch of beaver
meadow which marks the extent of the
open range. In the meantime a num-
ber of men are being kept under sus-
picion in Kamloops, for some of the
police believe that the tracks followed
may be a blind to lead away from the
true scent.
