There the dredge will' be put
tegéthsr, 4and will be ready to begin oper-
ations, it is believed, by the 1st of July.

The dredge is intended to be used on
what is known as the Poor Farm pro-
perty. It will, however, be used first of
all on another lo¢ation under the control
of Mr. Switzer, and which is a little
higher ‘ap the ‘creek, known -as Gold
SRR e A S ? ¥

Thi§ lattér cliim is believed to be
richer than "the Poor Farm, and will
first ‘'be exploited. The dredge is cap-
able of working to a depth of forty feet,
which is about the greatest depth te
which it is necessary to work.

Mr. Switzer has been in Atlin in-
termrittently since 1897. In that year he
started in on ‘the illfated Bristol. He
has prospected on the Stickine, and for
several years has resided in Atlin, That

No Company or Land is Speciried—No

1 Change in Conditions—Bill
as Passed.

The hotel bill which was published in
last Wednesday's report of the city evun-
! ¢il proceedings underwent a <considerable
transformation before it was submitted
to the legislature. The originai draft
specified the C. P, R. Company and the
lands in question, while the bill which
rassed the House is general in character
and would be applicable to any company
or lands in the event of the present
gcheme falling through. which, however.
i« very improbable. Some m->mbers of
the council when they received copies of
the latter bill were ished at its
marked change of form, aond reference
may be made to it at shis eveni <
meeting. The city solicitor this morn-
ing said that it had been deemed advis-
2ble to secure an act more general in its
scops which accounted for its alteration.
There is no change in the conditions.

The bill as it passed follows:

“Whereas the corporation of the city
of Victoria desire statufory authority for
the granting, conveyed or leasing certain
lands belonging to them. or to be here-
after acquired, within the ecity limits,
and also for gramting exemipticn from
certain taxes and water rates as an in-
ducement to the construction. mainten-
ance and operation of a tourists’ hotel:

“And whersas the construction of a
tourists’ hotel will grearly benefit the in-
habitants of the city «f Victoria:

“Therefore, His Majesty, by and with
the advice and consent of the legislative
assembly of the proviuce of By Co-
lumbia, €naefs as follows:

*“1. It shall be lawful for the corpora-
tion of the city of Victoria to grant,
convey or lease (at such rent, for such
term of years. and upon such terms and
conditions as may be agreed uponr such
portich as may be agreed apon of any
lands of the corporation of the city of
Victoria, with or without money con-
sideration, as the site of a toarists’ hotel,
and appurtenances. :

“2. Notwithstanding anything in the
‘Municipal Clauses Act,’ cdap, 144 .of
ihe revised statutes, aud the acts amend-
ing the said act, contained, or in the
statute 36 Vic.,, No. 20 (being the ‘Cor-
poration of Victoria Water ,Works Act,
1873’), and amending aects, it shall be law-
ful for the city of Victoria te grant aid,
by way of bonus for the purpose of the
constructfion, maintenance and operation
r‘f a tourists’ hotel, the following exemp-
tions from taxation for a period not ex-
ceeding fifteen (15) years, namely: A
total or partial exemption from all tixes,
rates, assessments and impositions now
or hereafter to be levied, assesved and

DEATH OF MR. BOOTH.

Provincial Assessor Passed Away Sun-
day Morning—Funeral on Tuesday
Afternoon.

Provincial Assessor Cornelius Booth
passed away Sunday afternoon at the
family residence, No: 65 Chamber street.
Deceased was 73 years of age and a
native of Irelamd..

The death of Mr. Booth is regretted
¥y his numerous ‘friends and acquaint-
ances -ang his widow has the sympathy
of the eommunity in her bereavement.
There is probably no more generally re-
spected  public servant than was Mr.
Booth. During his years of residence. in
this city -he became. widely acquainted
#nd popular.

Coming to Ontario in his youth he
came-to the then unexplored West very
shortly after. As was the case with
‘many, the mews of the discovery of gold
in large quantities in ,Cariboo attracted
him to this province. He fivst went-into
{'the .Caribog country in 1862 and lived
there for some 10 or 12 years. In 1871
he entered the civil pervice as gold-com-
missioner for Kootenay., This office he

after that period ran for parliament and
became M. P. P. for Cariboo district.
Upon leaving politics he became pro-
vincial assessor in 1884, which position
Ihe ‘occupied at the. fime of death. De-
. ccased leave a widow to mourn his loss.
