Ottawa, Mar, 9-—A press bulletin
issued today by the Census and Statis-
tics Office gives the results of a
special inquiry for the purpose of
certaining the stocks of wheat in Cha-
ada on February 8, 1915. The inqu
carried out by direction of the n.
8ir George Foster, Minister of Trade
and Commerce, and conducted by the
Census and Statistics Office in e
junction with the Department of Trade
and ‘Commerce and the Board of Grain
Commissioners, was effected by means
of schedules addressed to elevator,
flour mill and railway companies and
to crop-reporting correspondents for
the estimation of quanties in farmers’
hands. Compilation of the returns re-
ceived shows that the amount of
wheat and of wheat the equivalent of
flour, in Canada on February 8 last
'was 79,130,593 bushels, or, if allow-
ance be made for a small proportion
of non-replies, an aggregate in round
figures of 80 million bushels. The
total of 79,130,593 bushels is distribut-
ed as follows: Terminal elevators 3,
776,246 busbels, flour mills 6,160,840
bushel other elevators 26,776,246
bushels, flour mills 6,160,840 bushels,
in transit by rail 12,571,876 bushels,
and in farmers’ hands 29,664,000 bush-
els. The result of the inguiry shows
that the guantity of wheat in Canada
should be amply sufficient to meet all
requirements between now and the
next harvest.

dion bushels will be required, thus
leaving, on February 8, 1915, in addi-
tion to the usual small quantity of {m-
ports, a balance of 35% million bush:
