The White City cafe, 11-15 King
Bquare, has been in darkness fer ihe
past couple of days.

coal dealers on Saturday afternoon,|
assures an adequate supply of hard|
coal at reduced rates, provided facili-|
ties can be arranged for here which
will properly handle the large vessels
laden with coal. The question of local
facilities is now the only problem and
Mr. Frink said last evening “that he
hoped some solution would be arrived
at on this important question.”

Discussing the situation with The
Standard last evening, Mr. Frink said
that the meeting was called by him-
self to consider a letter from Mr. Mc-
Grath, the fuel controller, as well as
the communication from the minister.
The dealers after considéering the
communication before the meeting ex-
pressed regret that the facilities here
were not adequate for handling the
larger vessels with a capacity of 2,000
tons or more, which must be employ-
ed in coal carriage.

Mr. Frink said “the dealers express-
ed themselves that such steamers
could not be berthed at any of their
wharves, and that the only one avail-
able for a vessel drawing twenty-six
feet of water would be the Dominion
Coal Co. wharf, and even at that, a
vessel with that draft would have to
lighter sufficiently at high water to
prevent the ship taking the ground at
low, that such vessels as described
would have to be lightered in the
stream, and lightered again, and that
the cost of this work would off-set the
reduction in freight rates, the wharves
now controlled by dealers being only
fit for schooners and brigantines. I
hope that some solution may be ar-
rived at on this question, and it seems
to me with the transportation provid-
ed at moderate rates, it should not be
an insuperable object to obtain facili-
ties to discharge.

“I have been invited to act with the
fuel controller in an advisory capaci-
ty, not only for St. John but for the
province, and as there is a consider-

opportunity to acquire coal if these
ships will carry, to discharge at the
government pier into cars at the face
of the wharf and despatched to the
consumers by rall, if any city, town or
municipality desires to have this com-
modity, under such conditions, I pre-
sume that the city after its experience
at the West St. John wharves will not
entertain a proposal to permit their
warehouses for storage and their use-
fulness would be impaired by the fact
that the rails have been removed from
the face of the wharves for direct load-
ing into cars. The McLeod or Pettin-
gill wharves could not take a vessel
with the draft of water which I have
mentioned. If steamers of lesser ton-
nage could be obtained for this work
it would help out. The storage capaci-
ty controlled by the dealers is limit-
ed, and this is being rapidly used up,
because consumers are not buying in
the expectation of cheaper coal, and
dealers have no hesitancy in stating
that if the people pursue the present
course, they will find themselves very
much Mnconvenienced and will very
probably suffer loss by delay in pur-
chasing in the later months of the
year. R. P. & W. F. Starr & Co. have
2,000 tons now on the way from New
York and 4,000 tons chartered for.
Colwell Co. have 1,000 tons on the
way. George Dick one schooner, 200
tons. But unless their storage bins
are cleared it is useless for them to
import more coal as they will have
no place to put it. This is quite clear.”

INDUSTRY, SAYS MR, ELEAN

Vice-President and General Manager of Bathurst
Lumber Co., Ltd., Largest Lumber Operators
on Crown Lands, Gives His Views—Says Con-
ditions Do Not Warrant Increase.

“You can quote me as saying it
that the conditions existing in the lum-
ber business in New Brunswick do not
warrant the vast increase in stump.

president and general manager of the
Bathurst Lumber Company, Ltd., who
pay the largest stumpage of any oper-
ators in the province. “I belleve that
the lumbering industry in New Bruns-
wick will be seriously injured by the
action which the government has ta-
ken,” comtinued Mr. McLean.

Mr. McLean's firm last year paid no
less than $67,193 into the provincial
treasury in stumpage. The next
largest amount was $31,318 paid by the
Shives Lumber Company, Ltd.

On the outbreak of the present
struggle Major Jones offered his
services to the Empire, and when the
115th Battalion was organized they
were accepted and he was made senior
major under Lieut.-Col. Wedderburn.

Shortly after the arrival of the bat-
talion in England the health of
Major Jones began to fail him and he
was invalided home, arriving here
about six week ago. A few days
after réaching home he left for
Clifton Springs and later for Balti-
more, but the change failed to benefit
him and he passed away on Satur-
day.

Major Jones is the second member
of the family to lay down his life in
defence of the Empire in this war, his
brother, Capt. Ernest Jones, having
fallen at Mons.
