Washington, “April 28-—Advantages
of the old sol cook stove, operated
twenty-four hours @ day on sun heat
alone, were expiained to the-National
Academy of  Science here today by
Dr. C. G. Abbot, ‘of the Smithsonian
Institation,

The device is as yet a -Juxury, he
admitted, but added that Mvrs, Abbdot
had done everything but fry om the
solar cook stove at Mouant Wilson,
Cal. He displayed a can of beanms,

saying they were solar cook ntove|

canned, Jooked good and “lasted bet-
ter.” :

The apparatus, Doctor Abbot said,
is a “concave, parabolic, cylindrie, re-
flecto through which runs a tube
of ordinary cylinder oil to ahsorb heat
from the reflector and apply it to the
cooking. compartment, insulation : re-
taining heat in the oil over night.

Cooking températyres were; auto-
matically regulated by a float device,
Doctor Abbot said, while a simple
clock-work mechanism kept the re-
flectors pointed to the sun.
