Vice-President Bosworth Says They Haul-
ed at a Loss Early in the Season to
Load Steamers, and Must Get Even
Now — Exporters Regard
Rate Prohibitive.

Montreal, Dec. 8—(Special) —Regarding
the increase of grain rates from the IFort
William to the Atlantic seaboard, Fourth

“Tn order to provide the stiffening for
the early steamers from St. John (N.B.),
the company was obliged to haul before
the close of navigation a quantity of wheat
from Fort William at a rate greatly below
ccst, otherwise the steamers wollu have
been unable to sail. ‘After the close of
lake navigation the rates were advanced
to an all-rail basis. The 'company. car-
ried 200,000 bushels to St. John-at the
water and rail rate of 113 cents a hundred.

Today the rate was increased to 24 cents,
and in consequence grain exporters who
hoped that a rate under 20 cents would
be granted are grumbling. The rate fixed
is regarded by them as prohibitive:

ALMOST A PANIC

Everybody Wanted to Sell and No One
to Buy—No Failures Announced
But -Many Thought to Be
Shaky—Roosevelt's Mes-
sage Caused a Chill.

New York, Dec. 8—(Special)—This was
a \}ﬁ!d day in the stock market, the sen-
sational break in prices being followed by
sharp recoveries. The excitement on the
fleccr of the exchange was intense and
brokers sent out hurried calls to custom-
ers for fresh margins. The total sales for
the day were 2,683,700 and iere only ex
ceeded five times in the history of the ex-
change.

There was tremendous liquidaticn most
of the foremocn, then prices had a swift
swing upward. ‘Thousands of orders pour-
ed into brokers from all parts of the coun-
try to “sell at the market.”

Creavds of hundreds of men struggled
with each other to get rid of stocks. A
quarter minute’s delay meant thousands
of dollars and at the end of the first half
hour the gitwation not.only had not sub-
sided but was intensified.

An avalanche of stocks poured out and
seemingly few perscns wanted to buy for
any consideration.

In the last hour, however, the down-
ward movement was checked and the up-
ward move gained: such strength that not
a few stocks that at one time ghowed four
or more points loss closed a point or more
higher than yesterday. The market clcsed
active and strong,

Ottawa, Dec. 8—{8pecial)—The German
surtax was adopted by the Canadian par-
llament in Apnil, 1903, but did not come
into full operation until September of that
year.” '‘An examination into the imports
into Capada from Gemmany during the
period shows that the surtax has hit the
trade of that counmtry with the dominion
most effectually.

In the first year after the surtax became
fully operative Gemman sales to Canada de-
clined from $12,000,000 to $7,000,000. In
dutiable goods alome dhere was a decrease
from §9,972.859 t4 $5,394,946, which is
equivalent to fort.y:-six per cent.

The year prior fo the imposition of the
surtax, Germany sold to {Canada 174,000,000
pounds of raw bedt sugar, valued at about
$500,000. Since the suntax scarcely a
pound of sugar has been imported ' from
Germany. The trade in raw sugar has
been diverted to %the British ‘West Indies,
and in refined sugar it has been diverted
largely to Great Britain.

.ln 1903 Canada imported for consump-
tion from Germany 174,000,000 pounds of
raw beet sugar, ¥alued at $2,935,716, and
refined sugar, 13,386,374 pounds, valued at
$476,528. Since the surtax twent into effect
scarcely a pound of sugar has (been import-
ed from' Germany. ¢
