(b). Hisrory.—History of British America. British
History as in “Brief History of England.”

(3).  ArrreMETIC.—As in Kennedy and O'Hearn,  Alge-
bra, fundamental rules. Special attention should be given to
evaluation of algebraic expressions.

(4). Useruvn KNOWLEDGE.—A paper containing ques-
tions on useful knowledge as embraced in the Common School
Course. The Health Readers No. I ahd 11, and Chemistry and
Physics Primers give an idea of work required. Analysis of
a few common plants as in Gray's Botany. There will be an
imperative question on Tonic-sol-fa notation.

(6). . DrRAWING, WRITING AND SIMPLE AcCOUNTS.—Con-
struction ni angles and simple mathematical figures to Seale
and their measurement. Drawing as in Manual Training No.
2 and Public School Drawing Course Nos. 5 and 6. A simple
set of Book-keeping.
