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DRDINARY ORIMES IN FRANCE.

In the whole not less than soven murders
were committed within a few weeks at
Limours, all of thelii actotrpawing by
robbery, and i o oases by -arsen:
These acts of om mmov:;"\:!érc:
frequently of the most audacious charac- -
ter ; waggons cven beiog brought to farm
houses to cart away ¢he grain from the
stacks. What was remarkable in addi-
tion to these circumstances was the
diffigulty which appeared to be found
by the victims of robbery, who escaped
murdcy, in recognizing, or at any rate
in describing for the purpose of justice,
the criminal parties. It scemed im
possible that the gang of men who
committed these depredations, and who
were evidently inhabitants of the neigh-
bourhood, could have come and gone,
and been scen by some residents of the
farm houscs which they robbed, and all
without their indentity having been re.
vealed in any one case. Again, it waa
considered very extraordinary that de-
predations of this kind should be _per-
mitted by a population so spirited as
the French, mi#ly of whom are aleo
mca who have served in the ranks of the
army. The victims of the murders were
women as well as mem, and- the socne of
the opcrations of thé gang extended over
a distance of sixty miles. It was sur-
miscd among other things, as the reason
for this reticence on  the part of the peo-
ple of the infested 'district, thatithe
guilty man mpst Bave been, or must
have been supposed to be ia some  con-
nection with persons in * authority, and
that their circumstanes rendered those
who knew the criminals afraid to act
against them. A pastman -having been
missed from his hume, after a long search
by the police, was'at length found -with
bis own handkerchief’ tied rouad his

throat in such a ‘ananmer #s to causc
strangulation. In his sack was a letter
in which he deofared his own inmocence,
but stated that the assassins were known
to him; asd were Lebouf, a hutcher ap-
prentice, his father-in-law, one Girard
of Limours, Gutllemard, ealled the for
ester of Bois-Dardot ; Froquet of Anger-
villiers ; and a ‘wine seller of the same
place. All these men were at once ar-
rested, and a ¢lub of Lebeuf’s, who is a
man of vast strength, was found to be
matted with. haman hair. It is not
known whether the Postman was a
guilty accomplice, or whether he had
stumbled by accideat on the knowledge
which he thus imparted to the world.
It is supposed, however, that he would
hardly have madec a false statement in
such a solemn moment, when burdened
with a secret too great forhim to bear he
had determined to put an end to his own
oxistance. The trial will no doubt
create an immense semsation.

Tne STATE oF Cvma.—The Captain
General of Cuba has issued proclamations
respecting the island, which put its con-
dition on a new basis. = He first of
all sets forth the. present state of the
country as eme of insurreetion, and
promises security to quict people. He
then declares the whole island tobe in a
state of siege, and directs that all persons
accused of murder arc to be tried by
court martial, to which he will also hand
over such other persons as he coneeives
have committed offences of great gravity.
One volunteer out of cvery tea is to be
called out foractive service, and all per-
sons between the ages of twenty aad forty-
five, not volunteers, are to be egmlléd as
militia men, ~Volunteers for a year are
to have one hundred dollars of bounty,
and are ¢o bie exempt from future draft;
aud no one sabjéct to draft will be allowod
to leave the island without giving bonds
thathe will, if needful, furnish a substi-
tute. . Persons above forty-five years of
age arc to farnish onc mobilized soldier
for ‘every ten, or to pay $1,000 for each
man who is deficient. This plan ought

o bring.a large force into the field ; but -
whether-it will be adequate to the
occasion remains to be secen. ~ Hitherto,
therc have been a great number of so-
called victories gained by the Spanish
Government, and yet the rebellion main-
tains itself as strongly as ever.

The Sioux Indians are reported as
raiding in every direction, burning ran-
ches, murdering ranchmen, and appro-
priating stock.
