What was remarkable in addi- 
tion to these circumstances was the

murder, in recognizing, or at any rate 
in describing for the purpose of justice, 
the criminal parties.

and been seen by some residents of the 
farm houses which they robbed, and all 
without their indentity having been re- 
vealed in any one case. Again, it was 
considered very extraordinary that de- 
predations of this kind should be per- 
minted by a population so spirited as 
the French, many of whom are also 
men who have served in the ranks of the 
army. The victims of the murders were 

women as well as men, and the scene of 
the operations of the gang extended over 
a distance of sixty miles. It was sur-

ple of the infested district, that the 

guilty man must have been, or must 
have been supposed to be in some con- 

nection with persons in authority, and

A valuable fictile compound, especially 
adapted to the manufacture of decorative 
articles, has just come into use in Eng- 
land. In its production, glass of any 
kind is ground to powder and mixed with 
the same weight of sand or ground flints, 
and the mixture thus formed is placed in 
a suitable furnace and fused. When 
cold, it is first reduced to powder, and 
afterward pressed into moulds, in a dry 
or dampened state, by adding water or 
any glutinous liquid. Or the compound 
may be formed of equal parts of fused 
and of powdered glass and sand, mixed 
with two or more parts of clay, covered 
with liquid, then moulded and baked.

Volunteers for a year are 
to have one hundred dollars of bounty, 
and are to be exempt from future draft; 
and no one subject to draft will be allowed 
to leave the island without giving bonds 

that he will, if needful, furnish a substi- 
tute. Persons above forty-five years of 
age are to furnish one mobilised soldier 
for every ten, or to pay $1,000 for each 
man who is deficient. This plan ought 
to bring a large force into the field; but 
whether it will be adequate to the 

occasion remains to be seen. Hitherto, 
there have been a great number of so- 
called victories gained by the Spanish 
Government, and yet the rebellion main- 
tains itself as strongly as ever.

The Sioux Indians are reported as 

raiding in every direction, burning ran- 
ches, murdering ranchmen, and appro- 
priating stock. They have driven off 
the beef herders, and intend to do their 

own issuing.
