Ottawa, Oct. 15. —Behind closed 

doors the members of the special 
committee appointed to consider sol- 

•diers civil resesablishment are wor k- 
ing out the report which they will 
submit to the commons.

Ont of the mass of evidence, sta­
tistics and opinions adduced, the com­
mittee hopes to be able to make re­
commendations which may be cal- 
cluated to further assist the returned 
soldier on return to eivil life.

It may safely be predicted that no 
further system of gratuityies, either 
along the lines suggested by the Gra­
tuity Association or the great war 
Veterans will be entertained in the 
report. /

The principle will, however, be 
laid down that no soldier or his de­
pendents shall be allowed to be in 
needy circumstances during the coming 
winter and it is probable that the 
creation of a fund on the lines of the 
patriotic1 fund, to be administered 
from the various centres, of the Dom­
ini-- will be r ecommended.

Apart from this the committee will 
likely recommend as follows —

First—That Canadians who have 
served with the Imperials shall be 
granted the difference between the 
Imperial gratuity and the Canadian 
gratuity. This will include many 
men who were connected with the 
medical flying, engineering and other 
units.

Second—That grants be given to 
matriculant students who left for 
the war and who were thus unable 
to complete their university courses, 
such giants to be under the control 

i of the government.
I Third— That loans be extended to

Mjedical men who had graduated just 
before the wa and who as a conseq­
uence of their -absence overseas now 
feel that need of a post -graduate 
course. -

Fourth —That vocati onal training 
shall be extended in the ease of cer- 
tain trades, etc. .-

Fifth—That the insurance branch 
prepare an acturaial form af insurance 
which may be granted to disabled men 
not at prevent able to secure life 
insurance.
