what he believes. The conelusion is so
natural and so simple that it ought not
to require any great courage to confess
the truth when opinion is free for
everyone. The Catholic therefore
ought to have the courage of the truth.
There is no need of exaggerations, and
truth permits no concessions. He
should elaim the same liberty that all
otmors demand ; he should know his
