together the House of Commons in and for Our said Dominion, to meet at Our City,
of Ottawa in Our said Dominion, on THU8aDAY, the SIXTEENTH day of JULY next,
commanding, and by the tenor of these presents, enjoining you, and each of you, and
all others in this behalf interested that on THURSDAY, tho SIxTuENTE day of the
month of JULY neXt, at Our City of OTTAwA aforesaid, personally you be and appear,
for the DISPATCH or BuxiNE8s, to treat, do, act and conclude upon those things which
in Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Our said Dominion,
may, by the favour of God, be ordained.

IN TEsTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WrrNEss, Our
Right Trusty and Right Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor, the Right
lonourable Sir JoHN CAMPBELL HAMILTON-GORDON, Earl of Aberdeen;
