A WARM TIME IN FRANCE,

The Fight Between Monarchists and Repub-
licans Commenced in Earnest.

Paris, Aug. 1.—To-day began what pro-
mises to be an exciting series of elections
throughout France. The departments elect
1500 members of the Councils Generals and
eighty-six arrondissements elect 800 Council-
lers, d’arrondi ts. The contest in all the
districts is ardent between the Monarchists and
the Republicans. The Monarchists weré neverso
active and apparently never so sanguine as
now. The manifesto of the Comte de Paris
and the Duc d’Aumale’s letter, together with
other Royalist ures, have been dis-
tributed by millions throughout the country.
Monarchist candidates will contest every
district, even where there is no likelihood of
success. The publican declares that
to-morrow is to be the first day of a decisive
struggle between a republic and a monarchy.

FURTHER REPORTS OF THE HOR-
RORS OF LABRADOR. .. .-

Good Reason to Beliecve the: Whole Stery

. False—A Telegram From the Premer of

Newfoundland to the Colonial Gilice in
England. £

St. Jonns, N..F., July 31.—Fresh reports
of starvation horrors in Labrador have reached
here. It is said that in one settlement of
about twenty-eight families the inhabitants
had been rendered so weak by forced ' short
rations that there was hardly a mian who wss
ltrqng enough to raise a spear in self-defence
against a bear. About 150 bears made a clean
sweep of . the 'phoe, devouring every maw;-
woman and child, excepting four young men,
\vln? succeeded in elambering to some neigh-
boring rocks. Here they remained forty-
eight hours watching " the bears =t
their horrible’ repast.  After the bears
moved away a pack of wolves, which had been
hanging around, finished what the larger  ani-
mals had ‘left. By the time the forty-eight
hours bad elapsed two of the young:men had
perished from cold,  while ‘the third died
shortly afterwards. ‘The fourth succeeded in
reaching the deserted hifgses, and the terrible
sepulchre which had once been his home. * He
found some other articles of clothing and a few
scraps of food which had been stowed ' dway.
“Armed with these he reached White Bear, ‘a
nexghbonpg settlement twenty-three or twen-
ty-four miles away. The very lowest estimate
of those who perished fron starvation and ex-
