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6.I Figures in Table B provide for a reasonable development of 
service which the CBC believes essential. It will make possible a slight 
increase in the proportion of Canadian programs. It will provide for some 
of the improvements and developments in Canadian produced programs 
mentioned in the preceding section. It should provide for some extension 
in the coverage of the service either through private stations or some 
CBC repeater transmitters, or combination of the two. It will enable the 
CBC to keep up with technical improvements and to develop the effective­
ness of the system.
