PROGRESS OF THE WAR

g
[August 17 to August 23]

FI \HE news from the various battle

tronts during the week under re-

view was very meagre, though such news

as was forthcoming indicated that hostili-

tiesat all fronts were being. progecuted
with unabated vigor.

In the Western campaign, while activity
prevailed at many points, the intensest
fighting was on the Somme and Verdun
fronts. Substantial gains were made by
both the British and the French in the
Somme district, and the approach to
Bapaume on the north and to Peronne on
the south was perceptibly lessened.
About Verdun, Fleury and Thiaumont
witnessed the fiercest fighting, and afford-
ed substantial gains for the French.

From the Russian campaign the reports
were few and scant, but the Russians
made gains on the Stokhod, in the ad-
vance on Lemberg, and in the Carpath-
ians.

The Caucasian campaign seems to have
resulted more favorably for the Russians
than in the week preceding, especially in
the Lake Van region, where they had
previously been compelled togive ground.

A minor success for the British in the
Mesopotamian campaign was reported.

In the Egyptian campaign it was re-
ported that the remnants of the Turkish
army that had been engaged at Romani
had retired to their base, which, presum-
ably, is in the vicinity of El Arish.

Further successes were reported for
the British and Belgians in the campaign
in German East Africa, and the campaign
is likely soon to be finished by the com-
plete conquest of that vast and important
colony.

The Balkan campaign again took a
prominent place in the annals of active
hostilities, the week resulting in gains on
the flanks for the Teutonic-Bulgarian
forces, while the Entente Allies appear to
have strengthened their position in the
centre. In this campaign the surprise of
the week was the announcement that a
considerable force of Russian troops had
already been landed at Salonika, where
Italian troops were also beginning to
arrive. ;Henceforward the Balkan cam-

"llip«.ﬂlh_e hed with prof
interest.

In the Italian campaign there was much
artillery, activity in -the Trentino, where
positions remained much the same as in
the week preceding ; but the Italians were
reported to have made important gains in
the extreme north of their front. To the
east and south of Gorizia the Italians
made further substantial progress.

The announcement was made during
the week that Portugal was making pre-
parations to enter the European struggle
on the side of the Entente Allies, her
activities hitherto having been confined to
some border encounters with the Germans
in German East Africa.

Some minor naval engagements took
place during the week, and the reports of
them, as well as of the few disasters trom
mines and submarines, will be found in
“ News of the Sea.”

THE ARCHIVES: AN INSTITUTION
OF GREAT VALUE AND
IMPORTANCE

"

The most precious and valuable collect-
jon of documents bearing on the progress
and development of the human race is to
be found in the British Museum ; scarcely
a scientific or historic document is ever

reference to the treasures contained in
that great storehouse of knowledge.

Soon after Confederation the Canadian
Archives was established tor the purpose
of fululling in one department, that of
History, for Canada, the mission the Brit-
ish Museum is fulfilling for the British
Empire and for the world. From small
beginnings it has grown year by year: as
its usefullness and value became manifest
Parliamentary grants were increased, and
sphere of operations became more
widely extended. It has become so en-
trenched in the confidence of Parliament
that the only criticism it meets from the
party in opposition is that its requests for
appropriations are on too moderate a scale.

The Laurier government erected for The
Archives a large building, isolated, and of
fire-proof design, in which the collections
These collections now include
about one million manuscripts and ten
thousand maps and plans, besides a very
large number of printed books treating ex-
clusively of historical subjects, and many
paintings, water-colors and engravings re-
jating to historic scenes and events in
Canada.

The Achives is in charge of a Deputy
Minister of the Department of the Secre-
tary of State, Dr. Doughty, C. M. G, who,
previous to his appointment, had gained
great distinction as a collector, writer and
lecturer on historic subjects. He is now
in France arranging for the preservation
of the record of every battalion and every
officer and soldier in the Canadian forces,
for the use of future historians. This
marks another advance of Canada to-
wards its full status in the brotherhood of
nations.

The Archives has branch offices in St.
John and Halifax, established not only to
collect all sorts of documents bearing on
the history of every town and municipal-
ity, but to facilitate historical research
and promote the study of events that have
passed ; it being assumed that a know-
ledge of past occurences and events and
their relationship offers the basis for the
truest insight into the future.

The Department is represented in the
Maritime Provinces by Mr. W.C. Milner,
a scholarly gentleman of varied attain-
ments and singularly well fitted for the
interesting work he has in charge. Mr.
Milner has been in Charlotte County dur-
ing the past week, seeking to learn what
old records this County has that are
worthy of preservation. Mr. Milner ar-
rived in St. Andrews on Saturday last, in
company with the distinguished scientist
and antiquarian, Mr. James Vroom, M. A.,
of Se Stephen, and they left on Monday.
They registered at Kennedy's Hotel. The
BEACON man had great pleasure in renew-
ing an acquaintance with Mr. Milner
which began more than forty years ago.

SUPERIORITY OF FISH AS FOOD
e —
By Dr. Edward E. Prince, L.L. 1,
F. R.S.C., Dominion Commissioner
of Fisheries, Ottawa.

This article is of special interest to all
engaged in selling fish as it embodies
some facts which can be used as admir-
able selling arguments.—Editor.

Few people
realize that fish are, tor many reasons,
superior to any other food; even milk
(which is often claimed to be a perfect
food and is far from being s0), is inferior
to fish in many important respects. Milk,
it is well known. 18 indigestible to many
people, even healthy people, and rich,
new milk is most undesirable for invalids.
It disagrees with them and causes many
internal troybles, but by removing the
cream, milk, strangely enough, is made
more digestive. Skimmed milk has fewer
minute, foating, fatty particles, but con-
that most nutritious substance,
casein, and is really, on that account, of
far greater value according to food ex-
perts than new milk.

But the best, most digestibie, and the
cheapest of all foods is fish. &hemical
analyses have been published which seem
to show a higher value for some popular

tains

foods, but mere chemical analysis is not
the best test of food. Its excellence de-
pends upon easy mastication, reduction
and emulsiticatior and absorption, during
the digestive processes.

The muscle or flesh of fishes is much
looser in texture than that of meat foods.
Fish muscle is, indeed, quite unlike the
muscie of beef or mutton, being pale and
less compact in texture, while the fibres
are not enclosed in strong sheathg, and
are thus more easily masticated, reduced
and absorbed, and more readily utilized
in the human system than almost any
other food. The fact that fish go bad
quickly, that they more readily decom-
pose than other foods, is due to the very
fact stated, that they are very loose in
texture and while easy of digestion, they
are readily attacked by the bacteria of
putrefaction. Tissues that easily putrefy,
or succumb to the attacks of bacteria, are
also easily reduced by the digestive juices.

Fish are easily masticated, dissolved in
the stomach, and absorbed into the blood
and appropriated by the human body
generally. It is necessary that they
should be fresh, and they should be kept
cold, but it requires no argument in view
of the facts just stated, to prove that a
more acceptable food cannot be found
than fish. It is nutritious for the strong
and it is a perfect food for those who
suffer from a weak digestion.

In summer a diet of eggs, millk, pud-
dings, etc., is apt to be very heavy, but a
fish diet is light, nutritious, easily digested,
and the ‘ peptones ' resulting from digest-
ed fish tissues, can maintain life better
than any other foods. ~The human body
can be sustained by these peptones, with-
out any rich fats, and without starch or
carbo-hydrates, which all tend to en-
courage corpulency. Analysts tell us that
fish do not contain certain substances,
especially «amido-bodies ' such as creatin,
xanthin, etc, which are really simply
stimulating elements, and not nutritious
lin the truest sense. Fat also is less ap-
parent in fish; but most valuable are the
organic salts which are far richer in fish,
|and phosphatic salts, so valuable to the
human system, are 75 pef cent to 100 per
cent more in fish than in flesh meat.

Fish are splendid food on other accounts,
apart from their chemical, nutritious
pature.. There is less water in such fish
as cad,+~salmon, etc, and more protein
¢han in‘most meats, and it is the proteids
which build up the tissues of the human
body. Fats and starches, or carbo-hy-
drates, which are so lacking in fish, are
merely producers of heat or energy. Pro-
teids are changed into peptones by the
acids of the stomach; and because pep-
tones are capable of sustaining life and
repairing waste tissues withou‘t any other
food elements such as fats or starchy
mattcrs, they cannot be surpassed as food

Fish may be truly called the staff of
life. The famous Professor Gamgee
said: “ We may be deprived of starches
and yet live. We may go without fats,
but unless we have proteids we die.”
Professor Chittenden the greatest of
American authorities on food, in some
published food tables stated that cow’s
milk is composed as follows—water 87
per cent, proteids 3.3 per cent, carbo-
hydrates 5.0 per cent, fat 4.0 per cent,
while salts and mineral matters amount
to 0.7 per cent, whereas such a fish® as
cod contains 50 per cent less water, 300
per cent more proteids, and about the
same amount of mineral salts, so that the
fish seem to be far superior. Most foods
contain oil and fat, water and carbo-
hydrates which are all non-nitrogenous,
and these are qualities which encourage
corpulence in the human body, but on a
fish diet the body remains lithe, muscular,
healthy and active.
