Washington. Aprij 16.—President 
Wilson in a proclamation addressed 
to his fellow countrymen last night, 
said:

managers,or operative employees, let 
me say that the railways are the ar­
teries of the nation’s life and that 
upon them rests the immense respon­
sibility of seeing to it that these 
arteries suffer no obstruction of any 
kind, na inefficiency or slackened 
power. To the merchant, let me sug­
gest the motto: 
quick service’; and to the ship build­
er the thought that the life of the 
war depends on him. The food and 
the war supplies must be carried 
across the seas no matter how many 
ships are sent to the bottom.

“Let me suggest also that every­
one who creates or cultivates a gar­
den helps and helps greatly to solve 
the problem of the feeding of the na­
tions; and that every house wife, 
who practices strict economy, puts 
herself in the ranks of those who 
serve the naNon. This is the time 
for America to correct her unpardon­
able fault of wastefulness and ex­
travagance."

In closing his appeal the Presi­
dent asked all editors and publishers 
to give wide publicity to the state­
ment, asked advertising agencies to 
distribute it freely and suggested 
that clergymen of the country make 
it the subject “of comment and hom­
ily from their pulpits.”

ies with which not only to clothe 
and equip our own forces on land 
and seas, but also to clothe and sup­
port our people for whom the gal­
lant fellows under arms can no lon­
ger work, to help clothe and equip 
the armies with which we are co­
operating in Europe and to keep the 
looms and manufactories there in 
raw material; coal to keep the fires 
going in ships at sea and in the furn­
aces of hundreds of factories across 
the sea; steel out of which to make 
arms and ammunition, both here 
and there; rails for wornout railways 
back of the fighting fronts; locomo­
tives and rolling stock to take the 
place of those every day that are go­
ing to pieces; mules, horses, cattle, 
labor for military service; every­
thing with which the people of Eng­
land and France and Italy and 
Russia have usually supplied them­
selves, but cannot now afford the 
men. the materials or the machin­
ery to make.”

The president urged efficiency on 
farms, in shipyards, in mines, and in 
factories; saying that those employ­
ed in these industries were serving 
the country and conducting the fight 
for “peace and freedom,” just as 
surely as the men in the trenches.

To the farmers he said;
“Without abundant food alike for 

the armies of the people now at war, 
the whole great enterprise upon 
which we have embarked will break 
down and fail.”

“The time is short.” continued the 
President, “it is of the utmost im­
perative importance that everything 
possible be done and done immedi­
ately to make sure of large harvests.
I call upon young men and old alike 
and upon the able-bodied boys of 
the land to accept and act upon this 
duty—to turn in hosts to the farms 
and make certain that no pains and 
no labor is lacking in this great mat­
ter.
