The Ontario License Board, for the 

benefit of their inspectors, will issue 
instructions regarding packages con­
taining intoxicants not being properly 
labeled. Under the provisions of 
the Temperance Act, packages con­
taining liquor must be plainly label­
ed so as to show their actual contents 
and the name and address of the con­
signor. Section 3 in the act pro­
vides a penalty of from $r>0. to $200, 
or imprisonment for up to six months 
or both, for sending liquor improper­
ly labelled to a fictitious person or 
address.
