City Officiels Fear That There WU1 he 
a Good Deal of Hardship Amongst 
This Class.

The first blast of real winter this 
week has emphasized the hardship that 
a lot of unemployed people, mostly new­
comers to this country, will have to face 
before spring. City officials say there 
is a constant stream of unemployed men 
applying to tho city for work that it is 
not able to gixe. Some pitiable atories 
are told. One man who appealed at the 
Board of Works Department for work 
yesterday saidi “I have been unable to 

work for several days," he said.
My wife and four children have not 

bad a bite to cat to-day, and they will 
get no supper unless 1 find work before 
to-night."

Another man went to the Relief Offi- 
uer, and told him his wife and children 
would starve unless he could get some­
thing to do. He landed in Toronto from 
England five weeks ago, and was ship­
ped off to a farmer near Burlington, who 
refused to take him and his wife be­
cause they had children.
