The Boss Mill,

The new shingle mill at Marysville, built
by Mr. Gibson, is about ready for work and
is superior in all respects. A gentleman,
who is an authority on mills says, that this
one is the best in the province for this parti-
cular manufacture, and classes the builder,
Richard Staples, as among the best master
builders in Canada. He especially referred
to the arrangement of thc machines, so that,
although everything is convenient, there
is no loss ofspace. The machinery for con-
veying the refuse blocks and saw-dust to the
furnace, the new features in connection with
the large cut-off saw are all carefully plan-’
ned and are inventions of Mr. Staples. The
equipment of the mill is being fast put in
place, all the machines, including engine
and boiler, being from the New Brunswi¢k
foundry. About fifty men will be employ-
ed when the mill is in full cutting capacity,
and the output will equal if not surpass
any similar mill in Canada.

TYPOGRAPHICAL ERRORS.

Lame Exocuse for the Wortliless Aundf
tor's

. How very readily those concerned hold
up Mr. Pitts as a shield between the public
and themselves, the issue of their organ of
the 8th instant.shows. It is hard, however,
to build on a weak foundation. If Mr.
McCready will refer to the report of 1890 he
will see where several of the so-called typo-
graphical errors arose. Mistakes of 1890
under Mr. Black, are carried by Mf. Mc-
Cready into the report for 1891 and then
called typographical error, and Herman
comes out and backs him up. How was
John Howie's account for Kingsclear, 1890,
reconciled so as to make that parish's ac-
count for 1891 correct? What balance is
allowed Stanley for the mistake in Joseph
Norrad’s account for 1890 ?

Did the auditor for this year depend on
the accounts of last year, under Mr. Black’s
auditorship? Will Mr. McCready tell how
the typhographical errors was made af
carrying the unfortunate statement from
page 37 of last year’s audit into the present
year with mistakes in it of $20? Has Mr.
McCready audited the reports or only made
a practice of it? Did he compare the over-
seers of poor’s account, Canterbury, with the
report of last year to seeif it was correct?

There is this excuse for Mr. McCready,
which he might have availed himselfof that
the accounts of 1890, under Mr. Black’s
auditorship, were 8o incorrect that hecould
not make an accurate showing. If Mr.
Black thinks that his report for 1890 is not
an incorrect one let him look over pages 21,
26, 28, 29, 30, 37, 45, 53, 57, 67,71, 88, 99, 100,
107, 124, 127, 133, 136 and 139. We might
say the whole book, but perhaps this is
enough at the present time.

The organ also says: ‘The balance is
correct, anyway, the certificate’of the Mer-
chants’ bank proved this over and above the
auditor's figures.” This appears to be an
original idea of keeping accounts—the show-
ing in the bank will clearly state what was
put in or taken out, but how can this certi-
ficate prove that the auditor’s report is cor-
rect. Suppose for instance the bank was
robbed of $20 of the county money. If what
was left in the bank was the same as the
auditor’s report, the report must be correct.
Another strong statement to prove the
typographical errors is made by the same
organ, when the editor, who is a great finan-
cial genius (as many in the city and county
know to their sorrow), says, that the report
of 1891 is as correct as any of the others.
It appears that if the public are to get the
correct figures they must “refer to the ledger
account of the secretary.” What account
have we received in the auditor’s report if
not a showing of the secretary’s ledger ac-
count which the auditor issupposed to have
audited.

We make no charge that Mr. McCready
has done anything dishonest, all we ask for,
in the name of the county, is a correct
statement of the standing of the different
parishes, It is painfully apparent that he
has depended on Mr. Black’s audit of 1890.
This will account for some of the mistakes,
but will he be manly enough to come out
and say that he has made mistakes of his
own. Don’t call names nor gét behind Mr.
Pitts. +

We ask any disinterested person to take
the two reports and audit them and see
that the charges made by Tae HErALD are
correct in every particular.

It would appear as though Mr. Black’s
figures, like a two edged sword, cut forward
and backward. Mr. Wilson went down be-
fore them and now Mr. McCready has suc-
cumbed. But Herman says, they are typo-
graphical errors; I cannot tell a lie, I did it
with my little shooting stick.

Acknowledge the mistakes, don’t put the
blame on the printer, but give the publican
idea of how the finances of the county stand.
Don't argue that the report is correct for it
is only getting you deeper into the mire.
Let us have the correct standing for South-
ampton, and other “typographical errors”
will then receive attention.

A Change Necessary.

8ir,— There appears to be something ex-
tremely wrong about the mail appliances.
All Fredericton newspapers are either three
or four days reaching their subscribers in
this district, although we have a daily mail
and are but ten miles from the city. It is
said that papers for this section and other
points along the line, coming from Fred-
ericton, must first go to 8t. John where they
remain a day. Isthi® not an absurd idea?
If there is not time or clerks enough at the
Fredericton office to arrange the matter
more satisfactorily, then it is necessary to
make a change. Why should Fredericton
be discriminated againstin favor of St. John ?
The Weekly Telegraph, Sun, etc., reach their
patrons here on the day of issue. Why not
Fredericton papers also? Our interests lie
more with the latter city and there is no
excuse for the news being a week old before
it reaches us. It discriminates also against
Fredericton merchants whose advertise-
ments are always late when they fall Into
our hands. Perhaps this matter has not
been brought to the notice of the postal
authorities. If not it should be at once.
