ment. Under proper oontrol, it
was said, boys and girls in the same
school would supplement one an-
other's characters; each sex would
derive ocontinuously through life
from the other that which it
characteristically  lacked ; boys
would be less awkward, girls less
artifioial ; true chivalry, gentleness,
naturaloess, and modesty would
thrive, And then physiologists
joined io and declared that science
provided many reasons for the juxta-
position of the sexes of which the
virtues enumerated above were ounly
the visible expression. He would
have been a bold msn who would
have undertaken to say absolutely
that the experiment wounld fail
Experiment was desirable, and even
yet it is not complete, But already
tbe defeots revealed by experierce—
patural defeots, 88 we have said—
are numerous and plain enough to
make us mistrust, and even heartily
dislike, the system of co-ednoaticn.

And what we have said of co-eduoca-
tion applies in most respects to the
almost exclosive employment of
women &8 teachers.

In‘Britain it is pot ocommonly
koown how few men comparatively
are teachers in the American publio
schools,—~public schoole being, of

State. In the publio schools of all
grades only twenty-three per cent,
of the teachers ars men, In
several States there are less than
ten per cent, and even this propore
tion is decreasing. In the high
sohools and grammer sohools there
re more men teachers, but in moat
citiea nearly sll the grade teaching
of children from six to fourteen is
done by women., A very large
proportion of boys aod girls who

just eatisfy the law in their educae

tion pever come under the infinence
of a master. Qoocasionally, as Mr,
Hall says, a boy graduates from ‘the
bigh sohool, and is -taught by s man
tor the first time when he @nters
College. Ouae of the most obvious
results of the progressive feminisas
tion of schools is a change in dis-
cipline. A féew generations ago
when men generslly taught children
discipline was Bevere,—perhaps it
bappened (o be too severe. Flog-
giogs were frequont; but Mr. Hall,
without apparently holding, like
Keate, that flogging is the panaces
of scbool life, does think that the
knowledge that physioal force is
ultimately on the side of the tescher
inepires 8 wholgsome respeqt for
snthority. Under woman's influ-
ence the rod is banished by senti-
ment where it is not already banish-
ed by law; and the teachgrs gftsp
wear themselves out in ocosxiog,
