DR. HILL IS NOW

SELECTING

HIS STAFF FOR THE COLLEGL

Head of the Institution of
_ Preventive Medicine Reaches

This City.

Hill,

Dr. H W, formerly of the

Minnesota State Board of Health, who

was recently appointed to the director-
ship of the London College of Preven-
tive Medicine, as the hygienic Insti-
tute is now known, arrived in Lon-
don yesterday, and has taken up his
residence at 417 Dundags street.

The doctor is now busily engaged
with his advisory board in selecting his
staff, and while no appointments other
than his“own have as vet beén made
it is expected that within a week the
administrative department of the col-
lege will be ready for business.

A great deal of equipment has also
been selected, and will be delivered in
London as soon as possible. Plans are

to have the college in operation with
the commencement of the term of the
Western Medical School in September.
It is expected:that there will then be

100 to 125 studem% ennolledea
The lopal s=-utute will be the only
one of the kind in Canada, and the

Rockefeller Institute in New York City
alone equals it.

"The courses to be taught hefe may
be listed under the genera] headings of
epidemiology, sanitary engineering, and
vital statistics, for more advanced
students, and bacteriology, parasitol-
ogy, and chemistry, as basic subjects.

The degree of doctor of public health
is also to be given in London, and this
will include special courses in military
hygiene, personal hygiene, school hy-
giene, and kindred subjects. Later it is
{intended to provide courses for the
public, and next winter it is expected
that lectures will be given weekly for
the public benefit. These will relate
particularly to pure milk, pure water,
pure food, house flies and other sub-
jects of interest to the people.

HAD JUST LEFT SOFA
WHEN WALL FELL IN

Vivid Description of the Recent
Cyclone in Letter Received
By Mr. Hambly.

HOUSE WAS WRECKED

In Nearby Dwellings Many Met Death
and Dozens Were

‘Mr, S. Hambly, of Dorchester Sta-
tion, has received the following vivid
description of the recent Regina cy-
clone from his daughter, Mrs. Mec-
Kenzie:

“Regina, July 7, 1912.
“Dear Father, Mother and Sisters,—
It is just one week today since that
awful cyclone struck our city, and I
have never been able to write you a
line until now. If we could not see our
home in such confusion, and the ruins
on all sides of us, I could almost
imagine it had been a dream. It lasted
such a few minutes, but, oh, the de-
struction in those few minutes!! Hun-
dreds left homeless and - lots with
scarcely enough clothes to cover them.,

A Close Call,

“It was such a hot day that people
were lying around with as little as
possible on, Leila (her daughter) just
had a kimona on, and no shoes as she
had been sick all day. She had only
been off the couch in the back parlor
five minutes when the solid brick wall
from the house south of us fell right
into our bedroom and the back parlor.

“Mr. Chilg was lying with only his
underwear on, and he, with the rest
of us, got in a heap at the foot of
the stairs in the hall the only place
in the whole house that the glass was
not flying,

House Wrecked.

“Our windows are all gone. Both
screen doors, all the window screens,
blinds, and some of the lace curtains,
with poles, part of the roof, some of
the verandah, the fence and some of
the window sasheg are gone complete-
ly. But our lives are spared, and not
one of us in the house sustained a
scratch.

“In the house just opposite us there
were five killed, and in a little cottage
beside that house, a young married
couple were both killed. We sent out
mattresses and a lot of bedclothes for
the dead and wounded. There were
two dead on the north side and two on
the south side of our lawn, and others
were brought immediately by doctors
and nurses on mattresses.

“You will see by the papers how for-
tunate we were. Another friend near
by was killed ana hio fotlor b uruos
There was not & bit of their house left
stgndint . 5 e X

‘The electric lights are in running
order again, also most of the street
cars, but it will be monthg before we
have any telephones, and all our beau-
tiful churches are gone, We had ser-
vice in the ecity hall auditorium to-
night, and the Methodists in the the-
atre. We have blankets and quilts
hanging before the windows, but we
don’t mind, as everybody is in the
same fix. Our nice garden is under a
mass of bricks, shingles, etc. I have
told of nothing but the c¢yclone, as it
yours.”

Some English Conservative Organs Attack Lloyd George’s

Inseparable From Launching

of Consiructive Legislation.

New York, July 17—A cable from
London this morning says:

The Conservative newspapers con-
tinue bitterly to attack Chancellor of
the Excheqguer Lloyd George's insur-
ance act and declare that it is caus-
ing loss of work to the classes that
it is designed specially to benefit.

The Daily Mail today begins a col-
umn article by saying:

“The second day's working of t.he
chaotic insurance act gave further In-
dications of the hardship it will cause
among the employed classes who are
lesst able to bear the misfortune.’

The Daily, Mail continues:

“The scheme that is to cost $25.-
000,000 a year in adminiscration, a
large part of which will be paid by its

v LIS thvmeeokreey  haa alraady he-
gun to destroy employment. Among
the first to lose their situationg are
oider men. in workshops and women
outworkers. People are doing with-
oul ser\'ants and charwomen, wailters
are engaged by the day, casual em-
yioyees in many industries, and such
of the lowly paid as sandwichmen,
arc the first to feel the pinch of the
enormous nNew taxes.”

The Sandwichmen.

The sandwichman’'s case is cited as

a most striking instance of the act.

Some hundreds of these men were
employed on Monday, and the em-
ployers, who, says the Daily Mail,

were unable to understand their re-
sponsibilities under the act, had not
aftixed tax stamps to the men's cards.

When the men applied for jobs at
other places yesterday, they Wwere
asked if they could produce their tax
cards stamped for Monday. They said
they could not, and got no work.

In the absence of a pooling scheme
between employers to share the taxes
these classes of men will receive pes-
sibly no employment. In this condi-

schemes to provide for just shares
of casual labor are being arranged
by the board of trade, with the double
purpose of alding the proper working
of the Insurance act, and of provid-
ing labor exchanges to decasualize to
some extent casual labor.

Started a Strike.

Kaiser Wilhelm.

New York, July 17. — Paul Rath-
mann, a wealthy brewer of St. Loulis,
Mo., returning to his home aboard
the steamer Kaiser Wilhelm II, after

a futile search for health in the
European seas, jumped overboard
three hours after the liner had left
Cherbourg last Wednesday.

Mr. Rathmann, who was accoms-
panied by his wife, occupied a state-
room on the upper deck. He watched

the passengers come aboard at Cher-
bourg, and after a short promenade
retired for the night at 9:30 p.m.

Half an hour later, when his wife
was asleep, he stole quietly from his
cabin into the lower promenade deck.
Although he was 60 years of age and
in feeble health he climbed on the rail
and jumped overboard,

With the aid of the liner’s powerful
searchlight the lifeboat’s crew made
a careful search for two hours. No
sign of Mr. Rathmann was found
and the men were forced to abandon
the hunt.
