The discovery of so strong'
an ore body “in the Jumbo gives great
strength to the whole west end of the
camp. It isof especial value to the Gold
King, the Nevada, High Ore, Good
Hope, Coxey-and Mountain View.

No. 2 tunnel of the War Eagle is well
into the big ‘ove chute found im the No.
1 tunnel (25 feet above. . The War Eagle
is taking out' ne ore except what is en-
countered in dewelopment work. Some
of the ove bears a striking resemblance
to that feund in the lower levels of the
Le Roi.

The spring mowement towards Ross-
land and the Trail Creek mines has sl-
ready set in. The incoming 8 are
loaded almost . -every day and there is
not a vacant store, office or residence in
town.

The Trail Creek mineral belt extends
well down into Stevens county, and
enough is known of the Colville reserva-
tion to be reasonably sure that it will be
found to contain many good _Iprospects
and possibly some big mines.

Mr. Goschen Explains
Naval Programme—Details
of the Estimates.

He hoped
that the estimates proposed would be
.accepted by the country as adequate for
the occasion. Mr. Goschen then said
that the admiralty proposed to increase
the navy by 4,900 seamen, etc., and by
500 extra marines. For guns and ammau-
nition the admiralty proposed a supoie-
mentars estimate of £200,000 for the
present year, and for
tiscal year the admiralty proposed am
increage of £850,000. The admiralty
also proposed an increase of £2,250,000
for docks. He explained that the pro-
posed dock works would increase the
amount £8,900,000 provided by the last
estimates to £14,000,000. Mr.

then said that between 1889 and 1896,
105 ships and 62 torpedo destroyers had
been built or were building. ad-
miralty proposed to spend an additional
£1,000, including the £200,000 pre-
viously proposed as a supplementary
edtimate, for gune and ammunition dur-
ing the present year.

The admiralty had judged it advisable
to undertake the construction of five ad-
ditional battleships, . four first-class
cruisers, three second-ciass craisers and
twenty-eight torpedo destroyers, in ad-
dition to minor expenses, such as an-
choring a training ship at Queenstown
and replacing the cadet ship> Britan-
nia by a college for naval cadets.
Besides the vessels meationed,
Mr. Goschen said  the admiralty
also proposed to provide for six third
class cruisers, and all would beé com-
menced in 1896. The increases for the
coming year would be for men, £300,000;
shipbuilding, £1,860,000; ordnance,
£850,000; new works, £70,000; and other
works, £42,000; a total of £3,122000.
The total estimates for this year would
be £21,822,000, of which sum for new

compared with £5,393,000 last year. The
present estimate of the.cost of the naval
defence was £21,000,000, while the Spen-
cer programme was £29,000,000. From
1889 to 1899 the expenditures for new
construction and armament totalled up
£55,000,000. The government proposed
that the estimates this year should
amount to £22,000,000. Mr. Gosachen

based upon the special conditions of the
country which did not ane}iy to any
other country. They appli to the
defence of Great Britain’s scattered pos-
seseions=the food supplies of the Brit-
ish colonies, and to the security of the
shores of Great Britain.

Foreign countries, he asserted, must
not compare them with the amounts
they spend on their armies. As the
British navy represented the eorps
d’armee stationed on foreign froatiers,
large increase in the strength of the
British navy need not excite the jealousy
of any country. Great Britain’s posi-
tion, continued Mr. Goschen, was
unique, as compared with the other
great nations of Europe. The other
powers, from’ their contiguity one
to another, which rendered them
open to attack by land foroes,
unassisted by any fleet, were forced to
keep large standing armies. Great

much of this necessity, but, in turn,
must maintain a navy adequate not only
to protect her own shores from inva-
sion, but also to protect her colonies
and possessions in all parts of the globe.
In conclusion Mr. Goschen - said:
* Whether Great »Britain is _isolated or
not, whether in any tremendous strain
we should bear the whole burden alone
or in general disturbances ehe'should
take her place side by side with the
other powers, the British people with
their fleet should represent self reliance.

(AN BRLLIGERENCY.

Ureat Indignation in Spain Over the
Course of the U. 8, Towards
Insurgents.

Haughty Spain Cabnot Brook Outside
Interference—War Talk Freely
Indulged In

! MaADRID, March 2.—Judging by what
bas been said and done not alone by the
excited populace, but by those who
might be supposed to have been possess-
ed of cooler heads, the Spanish people
are determined to go to war with the
oftered to the pride of Spain by ‘the
United States senate in determining to
reoognize the Cuban provisional govern-
mentas a belligerent power, and to ask
the President te use his good offices with
Spain to obtain recognition of Cuban in-
dependence. Some of the organs of pub-
lic opinion declare that the bankruptc;
of the Spanish government would not
preveat the Spanish people from takin,
up the quarrel on their own accountan
fitting out expeditions and maintaining
themselves at their own expense while

combatting the insolence of the asser-
tions of the United States.

Yesterday was characterized by many
saanifestations of public wrath and ex-
-¢citement.” In Barcelona the Spaniards
went to the extreme of using violence
upon the consulate of the United States,
and stoning it, breaking several win-
dows in the building. No bodily harm
was-done to anybody, except to certain
members of the crowd, which was charg-
ed by the police when the stones were
th.own at the consulate.

The S8panish authorities seem to have
felt apprehensions of the form the peo-
ple’s wrath might take, and provided
special safeguards for the suppression of
disorders, and for the protection of any
official representative of the United
States. . It is significant, however, that
the minister of marine, Admiral Jose
Maria Beranger, has issued orders for
the training squadron to be prepared
to sail. It is regarded as probable that
this squadron will proceed shortly to
Cuba. It has also been ordered that
all other warships available be forthwith
armed and equipped and put into condi-
tion for active service. .In addition " to
this about fifty merchant steamersavail-
able for government service will be pro-
wided with naval armaments. - For the
military branch of the service a fresh
expedition of 20,000 infantry and 5,000
cavalry will be equliﬁped and put on ‘a
war footing, and will be kept in readi~
ness to léaveon the shortest notiee:s ¥~

It is nnderstood that the Spanish
minister in Washington City, Senor De
Lome, has been instructed to make
.diplomatic representations to the United
States government regarding the action
of the United States senate. In view of
the excited state of the public mind, the
United States legation in this city has
been placed under the special snrvéil-
lance of the police.

The student class seems to form a

The
premier also said he thought further
reinforcements would not be required
for the present.
El Imparcial says of the crisis: ‘‘If
things reach the goal which Americans
desire the whole of Spain will rise
against the United States. Neither in
the Mediterranean, whose entrance we
command, nor in the Atlantic will an
American merchantman be safe, for we
shall organize privateerson a great scale.
We conguered Napoleon by guerrilla
warfare, and we shall employ a system
of privateers to overcome a trading na-
tion. Americans are willing to judge
S%ain by her budget. There are things
which are superior to revenue. Some
merchant eaptains have offered already
to arm their steamers as privateers. A
captain of Barcelona asks for letters of
marque, offering to equip and maintain
the fastest steamer at his own cost.”’

BaARCELONA, March 2.—The fever of
indignation and hate which seems to
have taken possession of the heart of all
Spain, over the action of the United
States senate in reeo%nizing the pro-
visional government of Cuba as belliger
ents, in calling upon President
Cleveland to use his good offices with
Spain to secure the independence of
Cuba, culminated in violent scenes here
yesterday and an attack upon the United
States consulate. The trouble did not
arise out of the spontaneous formation
of the mob which did the violence, but
was the outcome of a public meeting,
which had been influenced by fervid
speeches. The public demonstration to
protest against the United States sen-
ate’s action was organized by the politi
cal leaders, including repu licans and
men of all shades of political sentiment.

BeruN, March 2.—A despatch to the
Frankfurter Zeitung from New York
says that t distrust has been created
there by the réport that secret negotia-
tions are in progress between France and
Spain, which it is stajed, refer to the
diplomatic attitude of France against the
eventual intervention of the United.

Rome, March 3.—It is stated this
evening the ministry has decided to re-
sign as a result of the popular clamor
arising from the recent defeat of Italian
forces in Abyssinia. )

: It is reported to-day that General

Baratieri, commander of the Italian
forces in Africa, has just suffered an-
other severe reverse at the hands of the
Shoans, while advancing on Abbaceri-
ma, and was wounded during the en-
gagement. It is reported half of the
artillery and all the ammunition and
rovisions were lost. The number of
ead has been estimated at 500, but it is
reported that 3,000 of the Italian seol-
diers engaged in the battle with the
Shoans had been killed, and among
them Generals Albertone and Darborid-
mide, who commanded two of the three
columns. The number of wounded is
said te be proportionately large, and in-
cludes very many officers. It is ramor-
ed that General Baratieri committed
suicide by shooting himself. The war
department officials at Rome discredit
the story. In this city, however, the re-
port of suicide is generally believed.

Legislate — Manitoba Given
Every Opportunity®*to Aet.

Laurier Moves the Six Months’ Hoist
—The Conservative Caucus
Most Harmonious.

ITTAWA, Maréﬁ&‘—What promises to
be the most memorable debate since
confederation commenced to-day. In
presence of crowded galleries Sir Charles
Tuppeér rose to move the second reading
of the remedial bill. He commenced by
reviewing the circumstances which led
to confederation. He said it would
never have been brought about if Sir
Alexander Galt’s proposal guaranteeing
the rights of minorities in the matter of
education had not been inserted in the
bill. That guarantee was really given
to protect the Protestants of Quebec. but
was now being invoked on behalf of the
RomanCatholics of Manitoba. He showed
from the judgment of the Privy Council
that it was the imperative obligation
of parliament to legislate on this subject.
There was no coercion in it, as the con-
federation act specifically gave power to
legislate on behalf of the minorities. At
the same -time the bill had been so
drafted as not to bear the semblance of
interference with provincial rights and
the local government had been given
abundant opportunity to restore the
schools, with guarantees for their effici-
ency. ‘He trusted the bill would pass
and a dangerous question be removed
from the sphere of politics.

Hon. Mr. Laurier made an eloquent
speech in reply, evidently carefully pre-
pared, its characteristic being a bold de-
claration of his independence of the -
Catholie church, While personally he
was not opposed to the redress of the
Catholic grievances, he held that the

overnment had failed lamentably to

eal with the matter in a statesmanlike
manner.- Before pledging itself the'gov-
ernment should have enquired into the
correctness of the statements made by
the minority. In conclusion he declared
himself to be.the leader of a great party
which knew meither Catholics nor Pro-
testants as such, but would render jus-
tice to all ¢l . . He movéd that the
bill be'read a nd, time six mouths
hence. 2 s e ptl i iSeen ;
