15.—Mrs. Hat- 
jtie Munckton on trial for the murder of 
•her husband today, told the jury her 
«tory of the killing. She was on the 
stand all day and will foe called again 
tomorrow to finish her narrative of the 
domestic difficulties which she declares 
lead to the fatal encounter. Mrs. Mun.:- 
ton fainted ofiee during her recital and 
it iwas some -minutes before she could 
be revived. She related many acts cf 
cruelty her husband had practiced to­
wards her, dwelling particularly on h's 
treatment of her on the night of the 
tragedy. In the early ihomra of the 
morning she declared she resented what 
Munckton ihad done and threatened To 
have him arrested. She says her hus­
band replied that she would never live 
to do it. It was then she said that she 
took the shotgun to her room. Later sha 
heard a noise and went to the kitchen 
and found Munckon with an axe. He 
knocked her down and threatened tD 
gash her throat, she struggling away 
and securing the gun fired at him. Mrs. 
Munckton told the jury she had not At­
tended killing her husband. She fired at 
his feet in self defence, hoping to ma^m 
him and thus protect herself from his 
attacks.

Mr. Lubbe iu regard to the erection of 
the power house on Finlayson arm./ In 
renly to this question the witness stated 
that the power house was erected at its 
present position in order that an abund- 
Uaut supply, of water might be obtained 
to supply the peninsula and Victoria, it 
called on to do so. If the power house 
had been erected at the lower position 
it would have required a great deal more 
water. The best situation obtainable for 
a power house was near Millstream. It 
was an impossibility to try and supply 
the peninsula by one pipe and a power 
house on Finlayson arm with another.

The Tramway company was entitled 
to 8,000,090 gallons of water a day at 
present. The company could take the 
whole day’s supply in eight hours, but 
if such were done nothing could be 
drawn for the remaining 16 hours. If 
the company wished to increase the 
sunoly of water to 15,000,000 gallons 
twelve mouths’ notice had to be given.

The Tramway Co. had notified him 
that the company could not do it, as it 
was impossible' to store it.

The Tramway company had given 
notice to that effect, but it was not ac­
cording to the contract.

From November to March inclusive 
the company did not count on drawing 
water from the reservoirs for the power 
company. Of course some times on 
account of the watershed below the 
reservoirs being frozen it was necessary 
to draw from the dam. The static 
head of water in supplying the power 
house was 664. Iu the contract it was 
provided that the water should be fur­
nished at the effective head of 570 feet. 
To allow for friction the 664 head would 
give 510 feet of head.

The Land Cost $61,000 
It depended etitirelv on how much wa­

ter was drawn off to maintain an effect­
ive head of 510 feet. The entire cost 
of the land to the Esquimait Water 
Works Company was $61,000. During 
the year 1904 there had been an overflow 
from No. 1 reservoir. If the tramway 
company had used the 15,000,000 gal­
lons per day it would not have prevented 
the overflow, but there would not have 
been 14.000,000 gallons go past the 

house. No. 3 reservoir 
nected with No. 2 by the natural bed of 
Coldstream and No. 2 was connected in 
the same manner with No. 1, while the 
latter was connected by a gate with the 
ditch from Cabin pond. The company 
figured on having enough water in the 
reservoir to supply 15,000,000 gallons 
per day for 210 days. The balance of 
the year they had to depend on the sup­
ply from other sources. The tram 
company were entitled to an average at 
the rate . of 8,000,000 gallons per day, 
hut could run as high as at the rate of 
45,000,000 gallons per day. The lat­
ter quantity was only available at 
"freak load.’’ If the company desired 
to take any more than an average at the 
rate of 8,000,000 per day they would have 
to give the water company 12 months’ no­
tice. He again slated that he receiv­
ed a notice from the tram company noti­
fying him that they required -more .wa­
ter, but it was not according to the con­
tract. The company took a record of 
tne daily rainfall. The rain guage was 
on the crest of the reservoir No. 1. The 
record was taken regularly every day, 
but the level of the water in the reser­
voir was not taken. An effective head 
of 570 feet from 1.000,000 gallons or 
water would give 117 horse power less 
15 per cent. An effective head of 630 
feet was maintained when the 
company used water at the rate of 15- 
000,000 gallons per day. Mr. McPhil- 
liua desired to know what effective head 
could be maintained when the company 
were using water at the rate of 45,000,- 
vvo gallons per day.

Mr. i-ubbo stated that he could not 
figure it out. When the company were 
using water at the rate of 24,000,000 
gallons per- day the effective head was 
595 feet. He also stated that they 
could not give the head when going at 
the rate of 45,000,000 gallons per day. 
The water works company cannot sup­
ply water at the rate of 45,000,000 gal­
lons per day with an effective head of 
570 feet.

Nor can they supply water at-the rate 
of 45,000,000 gallons per day with the 
pipe in use at the present time, or with­
out constructing .another reservoir. They 
ocuid not supply as high as 40,000,000 
gallons; the limit was about 30,000,000 
gallons, and they could only do this with 
au effective head of 570 feet, 
theywore drawing water at the rate of 
23,000,000 gallons they had a head of 
about 595 to 000 feet.

Mr. McPhillips again questioned the 
witness about the maximum supply and 
Mr. Lubbe stated that it was impossible 
to supply water at the rate of 45,000,000 
gallons per day With the present pipes 
and the company could not get it with­
out twelve months’ notice. As the de­
mand for water increased the effective 
head decreased. With regard to the 
contract Mr. Lubbe stated that the ef­
fective head -had nothing to do with the 
design of the water wheel.

Mr. McPhillips then produced a let­
ter received by F. S. Barnard in Janu­
ary, 1897,.from Mr. Lubbe, which 
identified by the witness and which 
tained the information that the static 
head was to be 645 feet and the effective 
head 570. The letter also contained 
the information that till that time the

Mr. Ryan gave his version of 
the conversation to the Armstrong in­
surance investigating committee a few 
days ago, when he said that Mr. Harri- 
man, at the time of the acquisition of 
the Jas. H. Hyde stock, demanded an 
equal share of the stock of the Equitable 
Assurance society and threatened tg use 
his political influence against him if he 
did not surrender it.

Mr. Harriman recited to the committee 
his version of the affair and made some 
interesting statements affecting his rela­
tions with B. B. O’Dell, president of the 
Republican state committee, and as to a 
visit to discuss legislation affecting the 
Equitable Society, which he made on 
Governor Francis W. Higgins and Fred 
Nixon, speaker of the assembly. Mr. 
Harriman stated to the committee today 
that when Mr. Ryan bought the Hyde 
stock, carrying control of the Equitable 
Society, he asked Mr. Harriman 
operate with him in saving the property, 
and Mr. Harriman agreed so to do if 
satisfied that Mr. Ryan was acting from

Pure and Unselfish Motives
that Mr. Ryan did not satisfy him as to 
the purity of his motives, and that Mr. 
Harriman told him he would use his in­
fluence against him. A test which Mr. 
Harripian said he applied to determine 
Mr. Ryan’s purity of motive was to take 
one-half of the Hyde stock and to name 
two trustees of the society. Mr. Ryan 
refused to agree to that. Mr. Harriman 
testified that Mr. Ryan should have 
sumed that he (Harriman) would use his 
political influence against him. He 
not certain that he said anything about 
législative action as a warning to Mr. 
Ryan, but declared that he had nothing 
to do with starting the present insurance 
mvestigatiou.

Stockholm, Dec. 15.—The Dagens Ny- 
heter’s correspondent, who returned here 
today from Riga, said: “The Letts, con­
stituting a majority of the population of 
Livonia, control the situation tnere. 
Their leader, M. Jansohn, editor of the 
Peeus Lapas, is also head of the Moder­
ate revolutionary societies, and has com­
mand of everything. Their hatred of 
the German speaking population, which 
is unrelenting, caused by years of op­
pression on the part of the German no­
bility.

“The peasants around Riga are burn­
ing estates and murdering land owners. 
The Germans of Riga expect a St. Bar­
tholomew night and it is evident that the 
Letts are preparing for a wholesale 
slaughter. The central part of Riga 
can be protected at the bridges if the 
army is true.

“In each block one house has been pre­
pared as a fortress in which to shelter 
the Germans when the massacre starts.

“Murders are committed in broad 
davlight, mostly for revenge, and the po­
lice are afraid to interfere. The govei n- 
or-general does not dare command the 
troops, not knowing whether they will 
obey orders. Several country commit­
tees have established republics, ititeud- 
m later to confederate into a Baltic re­
public.

“The revolutionaries are preparing an 
irresistible srike for January and the 
workmen are being armed.

Grand Forks, Dec. 15.—Word has just 
reached here from Glouster camp that 
the Newby Bros., who own the well- 
known Glouster property, have just 
made a big strike.
