E}Een in the
statement of mere news—of a street acci-
dent, for instance—the slightest departure
from strict moderation is immediately felt
in the sales, The choice of the feuilleton
is equally delicate. Boisgobey, Jules de
Gastyne, Jules Mary, Montepin, Bouvier
and Emile Richebourg are the favorites,
and the  publication of a sentimental
romance of the latter gentleman in ‘the
Potit Journal suffices to attract 100,000
new readers, while a feuilleton by some
other writer will cause a corresponding
diminution, The militant influence of the
Petit Journal may be very great. At the
time, for instance, of Marshal McMahon's
