Sulphur likewise 
encased in bags, carried in the pocket or 
sprinkled in the stockings, has frequently 
been used in cholera, diphtheria and other 
epidemics. The consciousness that one has a 
possible preventive of contagion on his per­
son to calculated at least to allay appre­
hension, which in itself occasionally pro­
vokes an attack of the disease.

Mr. Finlay Smith Endeavoring to Develop 
Commerce Between Canada and China.
A. Finlay Smith, of Bong Kopg, and Mrs. 

Smith, were in Toronto yesterday on their 
Way home to Holland. Mr. Smith has bean 
endeavoring to interest merchants ia the 
question of reciprocal trade with Japan and 
China. American flour has the market at 
present in the far East, and there to no reason 
why Canadians should not have the trade. 
The feeling to not altogether favorable to the 
people of the United States, and as the 
years go by it does not improve. He con­
sidered that the tax of $50 a head on all 
Chinese entering the Dominion was about 
the proper limit. To copy the exclusive 
policy ot tbe United È ta tes would be against 
Canada’s interests. Chinamen did not like 
to live in America: when they left their 
own dountry they left their wives and 
family, and as soon as a sufficient sum of 
money was accumulated they returned. The 
idea of the Chinese swarming into America 
was ridiculed by Mr. Smith, 
cheese were In demand by the residents ot 
Japan and China. Mr. Smith said there are 
ino pasture lands in these countries, . 
qnentiy very few cows. Aal milk 
supplied from dairies, and sold 8t 15 cents a 
quart; cows boingj^gluod at $110 apiece.

Mr. Smith was recently connected with the 
construction ot the Hong Kong mountain 
railway, which was attended with groat 
engineering dilflcultiee. He has spent years 
in the East.
