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The Venezuela Question.

For the past few weeks many of the Ameri-
can papers have been publishing sensational
despatches touching upon the state of affairs
existing between Great Britain and Vene-
zuela, and as generally proves the case when
matters of such a nature arise, nearly all of
our A i hanges are d ing the
action of Great Britain.

The question is a dispute between Great
Britain and Venezuela as to certain territory
which the latter claims as hers, and which
Great Britain alleges belongs to her, and
which she has occupied. The dispute is an
old one, and has at different times reached
an acute stage. Venezuela was a Spanish
colony, and, when she secared her indepen-
dence, became possessed of certain territory
which was recognized as originally belonging
toSpain. Great Britain by a treaty arrange-
ment became possessed of Dutch Guiana. In
the case of neither country were the boundary
lines well defined, but were expressed in
general and indefinite terms similar to those
which once caused such a hot dispute be-
tween Great Britain and the United States,
and which led up to what is spoken of as the
Aroostook war. The Venezuelans have oc-
cupied a country which they claim as theirs,
and the British have overflowed into lands
claimed by the Venezuelans. Arbitration
has been proposed, but Great Britain declines
to arbitrate in regard to a certain portion of
the territory which she alleges to be hers
unmistakably and undoubtedly. - She is will-
ing to go into arbitration as to the territory
which may be in doubt.

However, there is no reason at present for
apprehending anything but a satisfactory
settlement of the question, now in dispute,
and while the hot-headed scribes of most of
the American papers are censuring and con-
demning Great Britain, there is one at least,
which seems to. have a somewhat different
idea of the existing trouble, as the following,
from the New York Herald of Thursday last,
clearly conveys:

It is now conceded that the account we
published some time ago of the Venezuela
despatch addressed by the Secretary of State
to the British government was a correst ac-
count. Such a despatch was sent so lon
ago as July or August. It contained an of-
fer of the good offices of the United States
and a suggestion that the Monroe doctrine
was applicable in whole or in part to the
subject matter in dispute between Great
Britain and Venezuela. Mr. Bayard, our
Ambassador in London, probably read the
despatch to Lord Salisbury and left a copy
of it with him. A formal acknowledgement
was made, with a promise of a full answer
by and by, and there for the present the
matter rests, so far as we are concerned.

and the jingo press of this country begins to
show signs of excitement. Ultimatum is a
word which is used rather too freely, but let
us admit that this is an ultimatum. It ap-
pears to relate not primarily, if at all, to the
disputed boundary between Venezuela and
British Guiana, but to what is known as the
Uruan or Yuruan incident. This was the
incident which first brought Mr. Chamber-
lain to the front with his two Maxim guns.
Yuruan, as described in our Washington de-
spatch of Monday, is a point on the Cuyuni
River. It was occupied by a British out-

t. ‘The Venezuclans claim it, but it seems
to be perfectly understood that, whether in
the disputed territory or not, it has been for
some time in British occupation.

There is no state of war between Great
Britain and Venezuela, buta Venezuelan force
without any declaration of war, and without
notice of any kind, swooped down on the
British colonial police in charge of Yuruan,
overpowered them, took them prisoners,
carried them off into the interior, threw
them into prison, seized their property, and
otherwise maltreated them. This was a year
ago. Upon the protest of the colonial gov-
ernment the men were released. The pre-
sent. British demand for redress and indem-
nity is based upon these Venezuelan pro-
ceedings, which, unless capable of further
explanation, appear high handed.

he Venezuelans themselves admit by im-
plication that they were unjustifiable, for
they reimbursed Sergeant Barnes and his
comrades for the clothing and other personal
effects which had been taken from them.
Yet if the British colonists were rightfully
seized they were prisomers of war and their
property became the spoil of their captors.
On the other hand, a war cannot be carried
on by one party alone. If there was war
the British might have pursucd the enemy,
retaken the men and done other things which
they refrained from doing. The Venezuelans
cannot have it both ways.

There is no civilized nation which would
sit down under such an affront as this.
Great Britain’s demand for indemnity was
not made till she had examined into the
matter. The Sergeant was sent for to Lon-
don and told his story. As Venezuela long
since broke off dipiomatic communication
with England, the demand had to be made
circuitously, and took time; nor does it
seem to have been unduly pressed. But af-
ter the la; of a year Lord Salisbury, to
whose patience there is a limit, tells Vene-
zuela she must pay up or take the conse-
quences. And as Venezuela does not like
paying up, and has on other grounds a
standing grudge against Great Britain, she
is- trying her best to induce the United
States to take up her quarrel and interpose
between her and Great Britain and save her
from the consequences of her violence of last
antumn.

Assuming the Venezuela account to be
strictly true, why should we interfere? It
involves, we are told in that glib way which
distinguishes the jingo organs, the boundary
question, and the boundary question involves
the Monroe doctrine. To us it seems toler-
ably clear that, on their own showing, the
boundary question is not wrapped up in the
Yuruan incident, but that whether the Brit-
ish police were rightfully or wrongfully in
occupation of this post, a forcible attack on
them could only be justified asan act of war,
and it is admitted thatnostate of war exists,

Mr. Olney’s despatch, however, is under-
stood to touch on the boundary question, and
ne object of his despatch is to induce Great
Britain to consent to arbitrate on the whole
of the territory in dispute. That is why he
brings in the” Monroe doctrine, and with
reference to that question it will be interest-
ing to consider whether this somewhat cele-
brated doctrine is applicable ornot. Buton
no hypothesis yet suggested do we see much
cause for excitement in this country, nor
mauch occasion for the jingo outcry against
Great Britain.

~—It would appear from the number of
emigrants which crossed the Atlantic last
month that this continent has still its attrac-
tions for the people of the old world. Last
month 37,128 souls came from European
countries to this side. The United States
was the destination of 27,872 of the emi-
grants, while 3,498 were bound for Canada,
636 more than in September, 1894. There
was a decline in the movement to Australia
and South Africa. During the nine months
ending with Sept., 217,040 emigrants have
left Great Britain, of whom 149,315 were of
British origin, and of these 19,447 were
destined to Canada, or 1,350 less than de-
parted for this conntry last year. Emigra-
tion to South Africa rose from 12,438 last

year to 16,931 this year.
