J. B—Tho Gentleman's Journal or Monthly
Miscellany which appeared in 1692 was properly
speaking tho first English Magazine. The Gen-
tleman's Magazine wus founded in 1731 by Cave
and after surviving all 113 competitors still con-
tinues to flourssh.  The first English periodical
that attempted anything like criticism was the
Monthly Review begun in 1749, It was follow-
ed 1756 by the Critical Review founded by Smol-
lett and these two were long the leading penod-
icals of their class, The Edinburgh Review
which inaugurated a new era in criticisimn was
establistied in Scotland in 1802, and was follow-
ed in London by the Quarterly Review. Bluck-
wouvd's Mugazine which sprang up 1 Edinburgh
in 1817 was the precursor of the large erop of
monthlies with which we are nuw favoured. The
rate of payment for writing in the higher class
reviews is gencrally ten guineas per sheet of six-
teen pages. Such wecekly periodicals as ¢ All
the Year Round” ordinarily pay from half a
guinea to a guinea per coluran but this rate is
sometimes lurgely exceeded in the case of serinl
stories,
