Tho Syrian correspondent of tho New York
Journal of Com:nerce writes :—

** At the prosent time Sir Moses Montefiore, the
rich London Jew, is in Pulegliac, if not in Jerusm-
lem, where ho has carried above $700,000, to bo
oxpended in creeting a hospitai for tho Juws. Here-
tofure it would have been-impossiblo to obtain laod
for the site, or licenso to erectthe structure. But
in the change in tho policy of the Guvernment; and
in the pirit of the Moslem mind, both have been
casily secured ; and tho foundation for the vast struo-
tura ras been faid on the slopo of the hill scross the
valley of Gilon, and opposite to Mouut Zien on the
