In the hall of Eglinton Castle is a chair
made of the oak which formed the roof-trees
of ““ Alloway’s auld haunted kirk.” The back
of the chair is inlaid with brass, on which is
engraved the whele of ¢ Tam o’ Shanter.”
At the bottom is an inscription, which bears
that the chair was made of the material re-
ferred to, and” presented to Hugh, Earl of
Eglinton, in the September of 1818, by Mr.
David Auld, who built the inn and the little
grotto near the monument at Alloway.

The Boundary Line.

The boundary line between the United
States and Canada is not ‘“imaginary,” as
most people suppose.
