EVIL IN THE WORLD.,

The last man in the world, my friends, to
get himsslf up as & judge betwesn good and
evil and u critic of his Creator should be the
Athelst, fur a greater evil than himself does
not exint through all the spheres of the uni-
verse. He i8 not merely evil himself, but he
ie an active emissary of evil, lugging along
the higzhways or public streets his budget of
blasphemous scphisms, and ioviting the un-
wary and feeble-minded te plunge ioto his
own congeuial mire.  To bear bim talk you
would imagine toat he had received a com-
wission from some uakeard of power to test
overything, woral and physical, and to rejsct
overything which his mighty intelligence
could not understand, To listen to bim one
might be led to imagiue that the
fellow  waq, psomobhow or other, a
special being, with epecial intellectuul en-
dowments and a capacity to explain all
things visible and invisible. They loudly
proclaim the limitless power of htwan rea-
son, but, I am compelted to say, the devil
wag very unfortunate in bis cboice of the
agents who disseminate that doctrine, for
they are a complete refutation of their own
assertion, His Satanic mujesty falls in this
cage to manifest his accurtomed astuteness.
Of course he has but poor material ¢o choose
from, the great geniuses of evory age being
on the other eide of the question, I am
astonished the devil does not tsake to the
rostrum and stump in person; he may be
sure ot the applause of those who cheer his
ropresentatives. Let bim not be afraid; let
bim come and deny God's existence, and,
though #auld clootie” be himself, it not a
bright, at leasst A burning exumple of
that very existence, our modern eociety
will see no inconsigtency in the rash uscer-
tion. Butlst the fiend be sure and outer hin
name on the botel register as  willioonaire,”
otherwisc the *better classes " wiil certainly
give him the go-by, Perhaps hemight be able
to furnish «advanced thinkers” with some
novelty in the shape of a brund new sophism,
for the world is getting tired of the re-hash
and hell-broth of reasoning thut has never
changed rince the devil himself made his
first appearance in human ancals. Ambitious
agnostics! go dip your heated brains in a
thimblefull of cool, common sense!.~the
stones yo are picking up and pliching at
Heaven have been thrown ages ngo by more
skillful slingers wnd ~tronger fors than you!
And the rocks fell back upon theirown heads,
too, Don't lose sight of that fact!

What is meral evil 7 The perversion of a
good; the nbuse of free will. Tnecreature is
finite; his understandiog is necessarily im-
perfect ; his willis the agent of his imper-
fect uaderstanding. He bas only & bijuded
grasp of his obligations and duties, like &
child before his mother's commands. Had ho
an adequate idea of the vXtont of his obliga-
tions to his good Creator evil would be im-
possible. God has given bim existeuce, n
ratioual soul, free will. TChese are powitive
excellencies. Evil I3 a negativn. Who in-
troduced the negation? God is a pure act;
pegation has no place in Him. Wo must
seek for this negation in the result which
tollows impntable violation of lJaw. Whers
is this imputable violation of law to be
sought? Not among the irrational creatures;
they are incepable. Tnere remains, there-
fore, the Tationn! creaturs; with bim moral
gvil is found. The troubls began in the
abuse of free will,

Physical evil is not in itself an evil ; it i,
in 0 senge, s negation of matural laws gov-
erning our physical being. It is a conce-
mitant of physical imperfection, not origin-
ally 50, but uuder tha presest conditious of
the fall. Itis the physical in sympathy with
the moral state. L[t i3 an outcows of thosy
anomalies whose explanation must be rought
first of all, in man's disobeyiog Iaw, whether
divine, natural or humao. Viclation of
these luws is followed by retributiou either
here or horeafter, Thero i3 no e¢8caps on
oatural grounds ; we must reach the pluue of
the supernaturat to escape the worst conse—
quences of violnted law.

My triends, it is not necessary to llustrate
this question by Beeking arguments from
different eourced. liet us look ines our awn
being, moral and physical;, aud wo shall
easily understand the cage. When ¢id moral
evil begin with cach one of us actually 7
When we were old enough to violate kuow-~
ingly the moral law, As to the physical
evil which affects us, obedience to luw would
have saved us from two-thirds of our difticul-
ties. Tho remaining third, perhaps, comes
from others. A man exposes hiwse!f uuue-
cessarily to a severe storm ; he catches coid
and neglects it; he dies of consumption.
You, his grandchild, feebls and de—
clining, may somelimee, when kept awake
all night with s backing cough, fsel
disposed to grow Iimpatient with vyour
Creator, and fretfally ask :—# Wby em I
tortured thus 7—why is my young life to go
out in its prime? Others are strong aud
robust, while I have never known a duy's
health.” My poor child, the difference be-
tween you and your robust nefghbor is jnst
this: yous grandfather neglected the luws of
health and your neighbor’s did not. Of cuurse,
the furegoing merely illustrates one phasy ot
tho question, but it serves to manifest the
sour¢es of pbysical evil. Run turongh thu
whole series of physical evil, and you will
find that man's self ia to blame for the plis-
sical pains and penaltits that beset lite on
this earth.

As to tka conspicuous case of Adam’s abuse
of freo will, and its ovil contcquences upon
bis posterity, I have thia to say. Adam re-
celved such supernatursl light in his under-
dtanding that his will was strong and reason
wasg mietress of his actions. He could deli-
berately listen to temptation and disvbey,
becausahis will was free, but such disubo—
dience could have no excuse whatever, for he
could plead neither, passion, ignorsunce nor
f-ailty. Adam, by disobeying, was st_nppud
.of that special light, thut original justice,
which way never due to human nature, but
waa the free gift of a good Gud. As mau—
kind were in Adarma ws tao river in its
gourco, he - lost original justice not
only for Mmself but -for all his
posterity. ¢ 2 uice thing,” cries the materinl-
{st, # that a man in this century should be
“held responsible for a sin committed thou—
gands of years agol” :This sounda very fine
in the ears of those who are ignorant, but is

make o distinction betwéen actual and original
gin. The sin of Adam was actual for himself,
but not g0 in bis posterity.

Though the Sacrament of regeneration
ralges us to a state of moral harmony with our
Creator, and thetefore capable of receiving
the supernatural gifts of His mercy, yet our
nature. never—in this life, at least—can re-
cover entirely from the deep wound which
Adam's fall Inflicted wpon 1it. "That sin
lowered the tone of our nature, if I may say
80, and conrequently relaxed the energy of
all those forces of good which fight agninst
the evil within us.

But now steps lightly forth a chattering
agnostic  magpie and discourses thus:—
#Friend, one moment, if you please. # Why
did God allow Adam to {all, aud having fal-
len, why did He punish countless millions
for actione which were the direct consequen~
ces of Adam's disobedicuce ?" -

Profound philosopher! A cleverer intellect
than yours or Darwin's or M’llg’ first nsked
the reascn “ why” in the Garden of Paradise,
and you will recoliect, the whole business
ended disastrously for both man and serpent.
If we knew every thing, philosophers would
have to go to work and earn a living by some
more legitimate means than splitting halrs.
May I ask: Who are you that qnestion the
mysteries of the Most High? What rights,
ptay, can you claim sagaingt your Maker?
Supposo you met a worm sowe fine day, and
the creature asked you :(—¢ Why did Heavon
give you renson which you abuse? Why are
you allowed to increase the race of bores by
your evil example? Would you argue
with the worm, or, wauld you feel in-
clined to serunch the vermicular insolence ?

Remember that there are
thous.inda on earth to-day who are suffering
hecru-o of the high treason of some ancestor
hardreds of years ago, and, think you, the
high treason of the great futher of the human
ruce—in whom you were co-traitor—should
bave no sad coposequences? Spare your
by pocritical sentiment; you will find some-
tbing more than the originul stain on your
soul whoen the Great Day 81all throw a flond
of light on this as well as many other mys-
steries. No one on that supreme occasion
will be able to say:—#1 am punishod fur
another's sio ; I am condemued innocent.,”

INFIDEL VIRTCE,

There is a special phrse of modern infidel-
ity as ridiculoua as the protoplasm itself,
Too ancient Atheists never claimed to be
virtuous, whatever eolee they pretended fo.
They indulped every passioo, quaffed full
poblets of Fulernian, cowned themselves
with roses and lived and died to the sound of
swest music. They wero skeptics but no
hypocrites. It was reserved to the nineteenth
century to maunifeat the stern virtue of the
poble jufidel under the cloak of the most
indicrous hypocrivy.

You can hardly pick up a pamphlet, speech
or hurapgue of this class ot people without
fiuding lofty compurisons bet ween Christinns’
vice and jufidels’ viriwe, The Atheist is such
ao howuorably man-—so tender, so just, so
humans! He does not drink whiskev; bis
tustes are not swinish ; be is a graud charac-
ter, an iotelloctusl expression rather thuon a
heing of fiesh and blood. Who ever heard of
Tyunodall setcing fire to a neighbor’s barn, of
Huxlev waterlog 1ailroad stock, of Spencer
picking a guest’s pucket, of Darwin haunting
vat-vf-the-way beatbs and bawling: ' 8tand
and deliver!” to a true man! And the
fugble-minded creatures imagine that such
pretensious trash is & powerful argument
uygainst Chrirtianity |

If every muan, woman snd child, in the
ranks of Christianity to-dny were as depraved
as Cuptain Kidd or Cucus, what would that
have tv do withtbe priociples of Christiauity 7
If evory individual Atheist on the globe were
oy pious as Jueas, us just as Aristides, as
generous as Cwsar, as chaste B8 Scipio, as
patrivtic as Leouidas and as truthful ag ——r
Baron Muuchausen, what would that have to
do with the deadly dreams of unbelief? A
Christian Is bad when his life isinconsistent
with Chrirtisnity ; an Atheist is bad when his
lify is consistent with Alhelsm. Chiistinnity
touds to good ; Athelsm to evil. The former
builde up; the lutter pulls down. The error
of the Skeptic cab never be defunded by any
uatural good tbat is found io the unbeliever.
A man may be a very good hus-
band, father and citizen, and yet
bs a groat rascal for all that. Thero are
bousts with nobler natural qualities than
some men., A lou uever beats his wifu; a
tiger provides faithfulty for bis young; a
she~buar wijl never absudon her cubs; »dog
wilt honest'y carry home the family joiut from
warket, sud the hou<e masiiff will share hie
boue with the vagabond cur, But all this
dves not make thoce animale raticnal, and
the Atheirt may possess every natural good
aispmsition in the catalogue snd yot not be
virtuous, The Atheist makes 8 god of
nature, ¢ matter,” «force ” or wbatnot, and:
hence, natarsal inclioations, accordiog to his
stuudpoint, are good. But the esseatial
weoing of «“virtue” is ¢force,” a
struggle  Bgalnst  natural  faclinations,
Nuw, 8y no man can lopg sustaln a succoesstul
struggle agaiust patural inclioations by the
use of nutural weapous, it fotlows, as a strict
conreqaouce, that the Athuist, and those alvo
who detide supernatural remedies, cannot he
virtoous., They may possess very good civil
and domestic qualities, but tho beat civil ana
domestic qualtivs possible will never bring
A wan to heaven, or put him right with bis
Maker,

I think it not indiscreet to iay down a8 an
axiom this proposition :—~Whenever a man
‘bussts of his virtue, mistrust him. The fox
that lost bis tail was, io his own eyes, an
uadvanced thinker,” but- bis theory was Bsue-
picivus, conridoring all the ciicumstances of
the cnsa. Vistue is an ivy that can ouly
stand by outwining itself about the naken
stpernastaral, and, even with this assistance,
it ‘s shaken by a zephyr and sometimes
drageed dowa by the midoight storm,
But virtue Is prolitic of good works. [open
the page o! human ubnals, and fiud Atheism
appuesring—a black and ominous blotch—at
futervals in the world’s bistory. Whenever
the dark spirit has passed, it has lett a moral
‘ruln more dreadful than the natural destruc-
tion which marked the pata of the sanguinary
legions of Tawerlane or Bujizet. Iv under-
miued the strung splrit of Sparta, and turked
u id the false light ot the age of Pericles.
It distorted the primeval theism of ancient
peoples and inspired poetry with idolatrous
couceptious. 1t excited the discontent of
the masses and whispered soft flatteries in the
ear of kings, It Bang in the sublime
numbers of Homer nnd darkened the smooth
rhythm of Virgll, It lunghed with the easy
genius of Horace, and buldly threw off the_
maek in the pages ot Propertina. It held the
hroad m nd of 1he Ox-browed ond the pro-
found intelligence of the Stagvrite oscillating
in the glonmy twilight which ever enwraps
uneertain belicf. Aud through all its various
mod+s it proves it origin aed mission,—the
duvii®s guerilla warfare agalnst the_mujeaty of
the Mot High and the immortal interests ot
maukiud. i

L bas never chnoged in its evil purpos?;

it has never lost its original maligoancy.
No sooner was the Church of God ertablished
than it spoke wilth the tongues of Sects and
moved the brutal arm of tyrants and perse-
cutors. . Down through the ages, a serles of
trsgedies have marked each uprising of the
Atheistic spirit, and It is not too much to say
that the world is on the eve of a catastrophe
which shall surpass everything of a like
nature In'the annals of the buman race, be-
caure, agencies, productive of and tnvorable
to skepticism, have been at work for the last
few centurles, preparing milllons of wen for a
rejaction of all belief. To those agencles 1
sbzll more particolary refer in a fow moments,
This much I will aay here: Atheism hasdone
notiing, at any time, for the moral, material,
Ery;lcal or iutellectual well-being of man.

They
lsughed at the idea of the delugo, but in
this they only followed the examnple of the An-
glicnn ¢ bishop” Colenso, whoss « inundation
In Upper Asin” has become quite famous.

Orlentalists quote the Chaldesn au-
thor Berosus and Abydene (fragments of
whose works may be found in Eusebios and
Syncellus) who spesk of a deluge clearly
analogical with the deluge of Genesis. In
a sacred book of the Hindoos, with the title
of Muhralarata, the deluge i4 described, and
its ‘occarrence does not ascend beyond 5,000
years. In a sacred book of the Chinese,
Cuou-King, a similar deluge is spoken of
which ocenrred uader Yao, townrds the yesr
