The Board of Commiggioners
Respectfully report,

Re: Purchase of Montreal Water and Power Co.

In reply to the resolution of Council under date 28th
October 1910 when, on motion of Alderman N. Lapointe,
seconded by Alderman Ward, it was resolved that the Board
of Commissioner be instructed to lay before the Council,
at its next meeting, a report anent the acquisition of the
plant «f the Montreal Water and Power Company and to
attach thereto all the documents, statements, etc., relating
to this question, as well as the correspondence, between
the civic authorities and the said company; and in reply
to the further resolution of Council on this subject, on the
9th November 1910, upon an interim report of the Board
of Commissioners;

That it has duly considered this subject, and all the
documents and papers which are herewith submitted, in-
cluding a report from the City Attorneys under date of
the 17th November 1910.

It would appear, first, that under the legislation in the

© Company’s own charter, the City has the right to purchase

the plant, property and material belonging to the Company
in any municipality which has been annexed to the City
and which is under contract with the Company, at a price
to be fixed by arbitration, without regard to prospective
damage or loss of future profit.

The City by its own charter has the right;

Second, to expropriate as a going ccmcern the whole of
the Company’s undertaking, at a valuation to be fixed by
three arbitrators and which would included the assumption
of all the company’s bonded debt and other liabilities.

Third, to acquire the capital stock of the Company.

The first of these propositions would at the present time
pe unsatisfactory and impraticable, as to acquire the distri-
buticg system without ample provision for supplying the
same with water, would be useless, as the City's pumping
capacity is not at the moment sufficient to meet these ad-
ditional demands.

The second proposition insolves the obligation «<n the
part of the City, once they determine on expropriation pro-
ceedings, of paying whatever amount may be awarded by
the arbitrators, as an adequate consideration to the Com-
pany for its undertaking as a going concern.

As pointed out by the report of our attorneys, it would
be impossible to forecast what amount might be awarded
as compensation to the Company by the arbitrators.

1t is certain, however, that it would be contented by the
Company, that the terms of the statute which enable the
