8. The Canadian Government understands that
nothing in this exchange of notes will be construed as
imposing any obligation on the Canadian Government to return
to the United States Canadian nationals who may be deemed to
be draft delinquents uhdor United States law.

9., In order that non~declarant Canadian
nationosls in the United States may be informed of the condi=
tions of service in the Naval, Military and Air Forccs of
Canada, l'ational Defence Headquarters in Cttawa will give.
the Selective Service System of the United States copies of
& pamphlet setting forth the conditions of service, on the
Understanding that the Selective Scrvice System will make
the pamphlets available to pon-declarant Canadian nationals
Who are called up for induction into the Armed Forces of the
United States.

10, The Canadian Government trusts that Canadian

Nationals who are permanent residents 'of the United States
and who ¢lect for scrvice in the Naval, Miliféfy or Air
Forceg or Capada and are accepted by one of those Forces will
be permitted to return to the United States at auy time
Within.six months after the termination of their se}vice with
the ganadian Forces.
