SCARCELY A TRIANGLE AT ALL, WITH MCRE THAN SEVENTY PERCENT
OF OUR EXPORTS NCW GOING TO THE UNITED STATES, AND THE
LION'S SHARE OF FOREIGN INVESTMENT IN TFIS COUNTRY COMING
FROM SCQUTH OF OUR BCRDER. PROFOUND CULTURAL AND SOCIAL
TRANSFORMATION ACCONMPANIED ECCNOMIC CHANGE. IMMIGRANTS
CAME FROM THE FOUR CORNERS OF THE EARTH. AND CANADA
ESTABLISHED ITS OWN NORTH AMERICAMN PERSCHALITY, BASED ON
ITS OWN VISION OF THE NEW WORLD.

TWO GEMERATIONS OF CAMADIANS AND BRITCNS HAVE NCW
CROWN UP READING OF OUR CCMMON HISTORY, RATHER THAN LIVING
IT IN THE INTENSE WAY THEIR PARENTS AND GRANDPARENTS DID.
NOT SURPRISINGLY THE CHARACTER OF RELATIONS BETWEEN THE

AND THE PLENTIFUL PEOPLE-TO-PFOPLE COMNTACTS ARE TESTIMONY

1 SURNED TC IT AGAIN, I FOUND A MIXED PICTURE: THERE WAS
SOUND CAUSE FOR SOME SATISFACTION, BUT THERE WERE ALSO
