NEW STANDING ORDER 15 (4)
(4) Notwithstanding the listing of “Notices of motions” 

as an item of daily business in section (3) of this order, 
such notices shall not be printed on the order paper after 
the fifth sitting day following the expiry of Monday as a 
private Members’ day.

NEW STANDING ORDER 15A
The proceedings on private and public bills on a Tuesday 

or a Friday, except as provided in standing orders 15 (3) 
and 38A, shall not be suspended by virtue of the operation 
of the provisions of standing orders relating to the adjourn­
ment of the House for the purpose of discussing a definite 
matter of urgent public importance or to the allocation of 
time to certain debates.
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
