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Mr. Marcel L.ssard (Parlicsmentary Secretary ta Minis-
ter of Agriculture): 1. According to section 3(l) of the
Agricultural Stabilization Act the Board consists of three
members.

2. In 1971-72, the Board held 32 officiai meetings plus
numerous additional meetings with delegations, represen-
tatives of producer organizations and groups from the
agricultural industry.

3. The Board is responsible for carrying out the pur-
poses of the Act by taking such actions as are necessary to
stabilize the prices of agricultural products. Members of
the Board are appointed by the Governor in Council.

4. The Board employs a secretary-manager and a staff
<Subsidy Processing Section) which has averaged approx-
imately 85 in number over the past five years.

5. The 1972-73 budget: Operating-$541,000, grants to
carry out programs under the Act-$11,400,000.

6. See item 3.

7. The Board is governed by the Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion Act and Orders in Council passed pursuant to the
Act.

8. The Act was assented to on January 31, 1958 and the
last annual report tabled was for the 1970-71 fiscal year.
