FINANCIAI STATI-MENT 0F THE- MINISTI'R OF FINANCE

The House resumed fromi Wednesday, December 12, 1979,
consideration of the motion of Mr. Crosbie that this House
approves in general the budgetary policv of the government;
thc amendment thereto of Mr. Gray (p. 2294) and the amend-
ment to the amendment of Mr. Rae (p. 2304).

Mr. Dennis Dawson (Louis-Hébert): Mr. Speaker, 1 should
like to complete the speech 1 started yesterday. 1 was pleased
10 hecar the Minister of Employment and Immigration (Mr.
Atkcy) state a few moments ago, ini atiswer tu my hon.
colleague, that he would announce this afternoon the specific
mecasures the Progressive Conservative governmnent intends to
take. We have been waiting for the Tory promises for seven
months now and 1 dare hope that therc will be substantial and
really significant measures for the unemployed in Canada. I
sec that the minister is smiling, and we shall ail be here to
listen carcfully to what he has 10 say.

The Liberal governiment has in the past made enormous
efforts to try and minimize youth uncmploynment. but I think it
s our duty as miembers of Parliament to try to convince the
present govcrnmrent that il wc want the young people to believe
in a strong Canada wc must prove to themn that wc are
prcoccupied with their predicament.

1 could talk about the numierous aspects of the problem,
whether it be the faci that the economic costs involvcd are
difficult to calculate. or comparing young unemployed who
live with their parents with aduits who have to support fami-
lies. However, we must take into consideration that since
students are not finding the opportunity to obtain jobs after
graduation. sonne withdraw from the labour force and retreat
into idleness. Other impacts arise from the frustration that is
felt when a two or three or four-year course of study produces
no job at the end, even a job which is marginally relevant. StilI
more problems arise when it is discovered that ail but the most
menial jobs require work experience, and one cannot gel work
experience without a job.

According to the traditional approach, il is more important
to proteci the jobs cf brcadwinners and il is still partly valid.

However, recent developments in our socîety tend to pro-
mote equal opportunities for aIl. A good example would bc the
women's lib movement. There may be cases where young
people actually suffer from discrimination, but employers usu-
ally turfi them down merely because of the structural factors
mentioned previously. Obviously, although new entrants may
have equal qualifications they will have more problems finding
a job than older xxorkers.
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
