tion that all damages are made good by the persons 
obtaining permission, and that the school room is prop­
erly cleaned before the time for opening the school.

116 The teacher has charge of the school house 
behalf of the school board. He has no authority to 
the school house other than as directed by them, with­
out their sanction. At the request of the school board he 
must at once deliver up the key of the school house to 
the chairman.
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School Furniture and Apparatus

117 A sufficient number of seats, provided with 
backs, and desks shall be provided for the accommoda­
tion of all the pupils ordinarily in attendance at the 
school.

118 The seats and desks shall be so arranged that 
the pupils may sit facing the teacher. Not more than 
two pupils shall be allowed to sit at one desk.

119 The height of the seats shall be so graduated 
that all pupils may be seated with their feet resting 
firmly upon the floor. (To accommodate pupils of all 
ages the desks should be of three different sizes.)

120 The seats and desks shall be fastened to the 
floor in rows with aisles at least eighteen inches in 
width between the rows; passages, at least three feet 
wide, shall be left between the outside rows and the side
