Under the new organization, the
Dean of the medical school, the
Superintendent of the hospital, and §
the Principal of the school of nursing
will all be responsible directly to Dr.

Hume, who in turn will be responsi-
ble to the Board of Directors.

Dr. Hume was born in Indian in
1876,  graduated from Yale® and
studied medicine at Johns Hopkins.
He was associated with the United
States Public Health Bervice in
Indian for two years, and since 1906
has been almost contiriually engaged
in medical education work in China.
He was the founder and organizep
of the medical college connecteq
with Yale-in-China.
