BOARD OF WORKS BUS Y DAY
L00P LINES REFERRED BACK

Much Discussion and Another Delay
" in Street Railway Problem— Mo-
tion to Widen Devil-Strip.

The board of works yeterday after-
noon dealt with the loop line question
and referred back a portion of cily
engineer’s report. Stewart Houston was
there to represent Massey Hall and
opposed the Victoria-street extension:
The Shuter-street extension wali not
to be objected to.

Ald. l\’o‘ble advocated the widening
the James-street roadway on the wvst
side of the city hail. Consideranle op-
position was made, however., Thz city
engineer opposed 1t because it would
cost $4000 or $5000 to take up and renCw
the pavement. Ald. Noble wanted 1t
widened 10 feet with an 8 foot grano-
lithic pavement on the west side.

“The boulevard now takes up ‘18 [eet
of the road,” said Mr, Rust.

The engineer was instructed to re-
port the cost of widening the pave-
ment to 40 feet and with a six foot
walk.

Ald. Graham urged that the exten-
sion of James-street to the south should
be considered at the same time, It
was decided, however, to await Com-
:nlssloner Forman's report on the mat-
er.

Toronto University, thru their solici-
tor. said no objection would be made
to the concrete sidewalk thru the tech-
nical school grounds between Murray
and College-streets. The work was or-
dered to be proceeded with if the con-
sent can be obtained of the board of
education.

Ald Graham introduced the question
of a foot bridge over the tracks ¢n
Wallace-avenue, The G. T. R. had re-
fused a wooden bridge. On Ald. Jon2s’
motion the railway comm psion will be
asked -for an order.

The city engineer said a steel bridge
now would be waste of money. When
the Junction was annexed a lacgl
bridge would be necessary.

The loop line quesion was brought
up by Ald. Jones, who moved that the
engineer's report dealing with the
routes on Court, Toronto and Rich-
mond-streets, be referred back and
that he phould report on the advisa-
bility of a line along Adelaide from
York to Church.

He said that by extending the line
further ‘down town more satisfactory
results to the people would be had,
whereas much annoyance would Le
caused by dumping people at sShuter-
street to walk several blocks or take
short transfers.

Controller Hubbard said a track on
Toronto would cai)'e congestion at (he
King Edward Hotel.

When Toronto Owns System.

Engineer Rust advised the board to
look ahead 15 years, when the railway
would be a city owned concern.
