SEEKS SAFETY IN LESSER CRIME.

#ull Pardon is Given Thief to Stand
Trial for Murder,

Albany, Oct. 24—To enable the Con-
necticut authorities to try for murder
a convict who has just begun an eight

years’ term at Auburn Prison for an~
other crime, Governor Higgins to-day
granted a full pardon to Chas, Bas-
sett.

Just before
this time Thomas Lockwood, an aged
farmer, had been robbed and brutally
murdered ai Westbury, Conn.

1t was represented to Governor
Higgins that it was an expadient of
desperate criminals who feared arrest
and conviction, to commit a less ser-
fous crime in another state for which
they” might receive a sentence of im=
prisonment, which would make them
safe from requisition. The burglary for
whica Bassett is now gerving occurred
so soon after the Westbury murder
that the police think it might have
been committed by him in fear that ris
alleged accomplices wou'd confess.

If the police waited unti! Basseit's
term expired there would be little
chance of securing his comviction, be-
cause the witnesses might be hard to

find.

Montreal Visitor Resent Wholesale
Attack and Criticism on Principles
of Life Insurance.

At an open meeting of the insuraice
institute in St, George’s Hall last, night
two prominent insurance men of Mont-
real, D. Burke and B. Hall Brown,
criticized the manner in which the
newspapers were handling the insur-
ance investigations in New York City,
holding they were doing an injustice
by attacking the principle of lite in-
surance because of the faults of those
who had been exposed. Hon. J. J. Foy,
attorney-general, under whose depart-
ment ipsurance is supervised, made a
few remarks, but beyond a few well
rounded genersl phrases kept clear of
the subject.

Mr. Burke referred to the lamentable
tack of kpowledge regarding the prin-
ciples at stake In the investigations.
The tria] was net a fair one. The yel-
jow press were putting the whole in-
stitution] of fnsurance on trial, “So
far as insurance companies in Canada
are concerned,” said he, “we do not
expect any such delvtnLimo our af-
fairs, but if it is cen mplated our
books will be found wide upen.”

Such Investigations as that in New'
York would not be ry in Can-
ada, because the insurance companies
here were investigated every year
the syperintendent of insurance, In the
United States the companies were 60
large that it would take six months
to go over their books. ! .

Mr. Brown agreed with Mr. Burke
as to the “deplorable lack of know-
ledge of those who were criticizing the
insurance .companies.” In reference to
4 Gilobe edi 1 of Mbnday he said it
did not do credit to the man who wrote
it. The editorial would be unworthy
of being resented were it not for its
effect ypon the public. It was a mean
thing, he said, to attack a principle
because some insurance men had becn
unfaithful. Those who betrayed trust
should be punished, but the principle
should be respected. There were other
insurance companies in the States bLe-
sides the “big three” who were beyond
eriticism,

Hon., Mr. Foy declared insurance 10
be a great power, a force and factor
without which business could not con-
tinuer It is to the interest of the prib-
lic to have good insurance. The Cana~
