construction of the concrete piers, 
without which It Is Impossible for us 
to make any progress in the erection 
of the steel work. The architect» have 
also written us under the some date, 
stating that they have arranged with 
the masonry contractor to bring the 
concrete piers up to the level of bot­
tom of anchor bolt plates, which will 
make It possible to have these anchor 
bolts set, as explained to them In our 
letter of the 4th Inst., -a copy of which 
was forwarded to you.

Since the receipt of these letters, 
however, we have vlsilted the site to 
ascertain what further progress had 
been made» only to find that no con­
crete had been placed In position, and 
that even yet, while the excava t ons 
for the piers are apparently completed, 
there Is some doubt as to whether 
they are located properly, which may 
lead to further delay.

Under the circumstances, we have 
concluded, that, as It Is now Impos­
sible to complete our work In time 
for this year’s Exhibition, even If 
the foundations were ready, we can­
not proceed farther until advised by 
the architects that they are ready to 
have our engineer superintend the 
placing of the bolts and templates, as 
arranged at the time of our conference 
with them on May 21 last.
